Feb. 27—Be-
hind the scenes of the present polit-
ical drama in India, playing a quiet
but vital role, is a British woman,
Miss Madeleine Slade, daughter of
Sir Edmund Slade, for many years
distinguished ¢ommander-in-chief of
British naval forces in India,

Renouncing all the pleasures,
comforts and amenities of everyday.

asceticism and the mysteries of
Hindu life and has become the ar-
dent disciple of' Mahatma Gandhi,
who took her to the sacred city of
Benares and after immersing her in
the Holy Ganges river initiated her
into the mysteries of the Hindu re-
ligion, |

She has shaved her head in mon-
astic fashion, given all her money to
the poor, goes about barefooted, has
burned. all her . European clothes,
and wears only the cheapest home-
spun Hindu garments. She has tak-
en the Hindu name of “Mira Bai”,
When asked by her British friends
if' she is “Miss Slade” she replies;
“No, Miss Slade has been dead and
burled for five years.” 2 :

Miss Slade prays, fasts and indul-
ges .in various - forms of explation,
and- enters into. regular periods of
silence and meditation with Gandhi
She has charge of Gandhi’s house-
hold, prepares all his meals makes
Lis bed, sees that he is properly
clothed, prepares his bath and looks
after him with a mother's solicitude
for a child, :

ARMY
ENGAGED IN CANADIAN CENSUS

OTTAWA, Feb. 27.—Thrce times as
many persons will be need:d to com-
plete Canada's decennial census this
this Summer as Wolfe had when he
stormed the Quebec Citadel to annex
the country to the British Empire,
R. H. Coats, Dominion statistician
said here tonight, On June 1 next a
veritable army of 15,000 men and wo-
men will begin enumerating the pop-
ulation of the country, gathering eu-
genic and racial information and so-
clal and economic records.

It will be the seventh census since
Confederation and will be unique in
that unemployment figures' will be
gathered and information regarding
hospitals, asylums and child-welfare
institutions.

As head of the enumerating ana
compilation staff, Mr. Coats sought
tho'ooopention of all Canadians,
asking that they furnish accurate in-
formation when interrogated and ex-
pedite proceedings as much as pos-
sible.
