PROHIBITION IN SASKATCHEWAN

REGINA, Dec. 18.--The terms ol
the prohibition plebiscite are'not yet
decided. The licensed victuellers de-
mand that the minimum amrmative
vote necessary for the passage of the
bill to provide for the abolition ot
the bar should be not less than sixty
thousand and that compensation for
license holders be provided in the
event of the bill passing, or a period
of several years allowed to elapse be-
fore the bringing the bil} into effect,
The anti-liquor men say that if the
minimum affirmative vote be placed
at thirty thousand they would agree
to poll a ten per cent. larger vote
than the supporters of the liquor in-
terests. Their alternative proposi-
tion was to secure a bare majority
and place the,
vote at forty thousand. The govern-
ment has suggested fifty thousand as
the minimum vote required to carry
the bill,

Power of proclamation to prohibit
the importation of liquor into the
settlement of the
land will be vested in the lieutenant-
governor-in-council, under\the terms
of an amendment . to the liquor 1i-
cense act carried in committee. The
festriction will not apply to the
north country as a whole, but it will
be left to the discretion of the gov-
ernment where every prohibition ig|
considered necessary in the interest

CANADA DEFENDS HER

POTATO CROPS.

PIETE

WASHINGTON, Dec. 18.— Whether
common Irish potatoes from Canada,
Newfoundland, Great Britain, Ireland
and continental Europe shall be bar-
red from the United States because
of the danger of importation of dan-
gerous plant diseases, or shall be ad-
mitted under the same restrictions as
apply to nursery stock, was the sub-
ject of a hearing to-day before the
federal horticultural board, under the
direction of Secretary Houston,
T. P. Gill, secretary of agriculture
for Ireland, Dr. H. T. Gussew, an ex-
pert of the Canadian department of
agriculture and G. F. 0'Hallordn, de-
puty minister of agriculture of Can-
ada, were among those who spoke in
favor of the admission of foreign po-
tatoes. Representations have been
made to the United States depart-
ment of agriculture, that in view of
the short domestic potato crop caus-
ed by last summer's drought, the ex-
clusion of foreign potatoes would go
far toward raising prices in the Unit-
ed States.
