Sifiking Seamen Force
Steamers to Cut Hawsers

PORT ARTHUR, Sept. 24—
Forced by striking seamen to cut
her hawsers at the deck winches,
the big Northern Navigation pass-
enger steamer Hamosic cleared for
the east at 6.16 this afternoon with
a full'non unfon crew on board, but
not until nearly one hundred of
striking lake seamen for upwards
of an hour hurled threats against
what they termed a “scab crew.”

Lively scenes were enacted on

The
steamer Cadillac, renamed the

tack by the strikers and 125 sea-
men marched to the head of the
dock with the idea of forcing the
strike breaking crew of that steam-
er to vacate.
