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Stocks Reach
New High For
Year In N. Y.

NEW YORK, Aug. 7T —(AP)—
Stocks rode the recovery van in
Saturday’s market, many reaching
new high territory for the year on
longer with gains running to 2
points or so at the best.

‘The list encountered more in-
sistent profit taking in the closing
hour of the brief session and peak
prices for the majority of leaders
were reduced.

It was the livellest - Saturday
since July 2, with transfers totall-
lng 829,060 shares compared. with
358,940. in the preceding two-hour
proceedings. The week’s turnover
was the smallest in more than a
month,

The Associated Press average of
60 issues was up .5 of a point at
50.5 and on the week was ahead
14 points.

Motors, steels, rubbers, rails and
a wide assortment of specialties
were in the forefront of the day's

push.

Brokers attributed the extens-
ions of Friday’s rally mainly to the
continuance of high business hop-
es and the impatience of traders
and investors to put idle funds
to work.

Losses and gains among Can-
adian stocks wve about equally
divided, all changes being slight.
Distillers-Seagrams, Dome Mines
and International Nickel
fractionally while Canadian Mar-
cgnl.
