SEIZE CONTROL

MADRID, March 15—The Span-
ish army gave what was tanta-
mount to an ultimatum today to
Premier Manuel Azana that unless
the new left government adopts
measures to end widespread vio-
lence it would’ take the mainten-
ance of order into its own hands.

The army acted following dis-
orders at Logrono in which an un-
known number of persons weoe
killed in a clash between extremists
and troops. It was understood at
least 11 were killed and 40 wound-

ed,

Despite striet censorship im-
posed by the governor of Logrono,
it was learned that incendiaries
there set fire to six convents and
churches, four rightist centzes and
a rightist newspaper, and then at-
tacked the army barracks, attempt-
ing to selze artillery, Infantry
sallied from the barracks, ex-
changing shots with the armed
mob, and finally succeeded in dis-
persing it after killing a number.
