It is generally agreed there is no
danger of a general tie-up while
machinery of conciliation and arbi-
tratlon remains in operation, but
Industrialists and labor leaders
alike fear the possibilities of dead-
leck. Both sides recalled the dread
consequences of disolocation
wrout major clash—the general
strike of 1926, and are anxious to
effect honorable settlements.

At present the nearest approach
to a deadlock has developed over
the demands made by the three
railway unions—the National Un-
icn of Railwaymen, Associated So-
ciety of Locomotive Engineers and
Firemen and Railway Clerks
Association.  Representing about
600,000 employees, these unions are
demanding a minimum wage of 50
shillings ($11.70) a week, 12 days’
annual holiday with pay and a 40-
hour working week for railway
clerks.

The rallway companies, estimat-
ing the wage demands would cost
them an additional  £6,750,000 &
year, rejected the claim, The die-
pute was then referred to the rail-
way staff naticnal council, but to
no avail and the union has now
decided -to appeal to the final
court, the national tribunal which
will meet early in the new year.

The tribunal is composed of Sir
Arthur Salter, independent mem-
ber of Parliament, - as chairman,
and two commissioners not assoc-
iated with the rallway industry.
