him. He is also firmly convinced
Jthat many former Prince Edward
I1slanders, now in the west, woull
gladly! exchange their privileges
there “for an opportunity to try
their luck again in old P.E. Is-
!and. Somehow, he says, things do
not always pan out as expecteas
in the west. Many farmers own
immense tracts of land, some of
thgn thres or four sections.
