FPUSHON, Manchuria, Aug, 37—

The world’s largest open-pit coal
mine, which disgorged as much
as 20,000 tons of coal a day under
Japanese prodding, is down to a
mere trickle of 2500 tons right now,
but with 90,000,000 tons still to go,
there’s a lot of shoveling left to
be done in this raw material cap-
ital of Manchuria.
The voit was developed at the
end of the Russo-Japanese war
in 1805 for the spawning Japa-
nese war industries in this area.
Now it yawns 21,000 feet long,
4200 feet wide and 536 feet deep,
and is good for a couple of nun-
.dred tons of crude oil per day in
addition to the coal, since heavy
layers of oil shale are intermix-
ed with the bituminous product.

Before the war’s end, the Japs
had 64,000 workers in the glant
pit. Now there are only 22,000,
but their numbers are increasing
dafly as more Chinese mine en-
gineers arrive to take the Ehwo
of the departed Japanese -
nicians.

Mining is done the same way
soft coal is taken out of the
ground In the U. 8, the Japs hav-
ing done their usual amount of
adept copying. The coal Is blaste
ed loose by dynamite, glant elec-
tric shovels lift it into small cars
which cart the coal to a huge
dump, from which it is poured into
cable cars that bring it to the
surface.

But that's as far as the simi-
larity goes. The industrious little
men who do the work spend sev-
en days a week at it, Thelr
weekly pay envelopes give
man about $2000 a month—Man-
That's $10 gold.
