After putting Napoleon on St.
Helena the British forgave the debts
of the'r allies in order that these al-
lies m'ght resume business, and the
world might, as soon as possible, re-
furn to prosperity. Just so_ in 1922,
the British Government of that day
wis willifg to forgo the amounts
owing to it from Europe if . the
United states would forgive its
debtors half as much. The proposal
