The back
rooms of the saloons and gambling
halls, practically the only places cap-
able of sheltering them, were jammed
every night, with from 50 % 100 men
sleeping on the floor or in chairs,
NEW JOB AND MORE TRAVELING
Very few of these men had any
criminal tend but cir t
chief of which was hunger, started
many on a criminal career,.
