LONDON, Nov. 3.—Lady Irwin,
wife of the Viceroy of India,was in
consultation during her stay in
England this summer with some
leading educationists and some of
the women who have been associat-
ed with her in a movement for the
rapid extension of female education
in India, its dominant feature being
that it is mainly in the hands of
Indian women themselves.

One of the outstanding obstacles
to Indian national development is
the glaring disparity between the
educational progress of the two
sexes.. At the. last' census of the In-
dian Empire of fully-grown males
171 in each thousand were able to
read and write in_ their vernacul-
ars, as compared with only 20 wom-
en. In the last ten years the pro-
portion of male scholars under in-
struction in British India has grown
from 4.7 to 6.5 percent of the male
population, while the female ad-
vance has been only from 09 to 1.3
percent.

Lady Irwin is president of the
All-India Women’s Conference on
Educational Reform. It is com-
posed of delegates from conferenc-
es previously held in all the Prov-
inces and many Indian States. A
maximum of ten delegates is allow-
ed from ecah constituent conferen-
ce, and the number of delegates at
the second session ~held at Delhi
last February was more than 200.
All the ordinary sessions were held
in Purdah, but the opening cerem-
ony, when the chairman of the con-
ference, the Dowager Begum of
Bhopal, introduced Lady Irwin who
gave an address, was public, spec-
jal arrangements being made ' for
such women as could not break
purdah. Subsequently, & deputat-
jon waited on the Viceroy, and af-
terwards on the leaders of the var-
jous parties of the Indian Legislat-
ure, to urge support of a private
member's Bill to raise substantially
the minimum age for marriage.

The next annual conference will
be at Patna, and in preparation for
it Provincial and Indian State con-
stituent conferences have been art
ranged. A fund for the advance-
ment of female education, started
at Delhi with promises of Rs.30,000
($11,250) made on the spot, is being
collected, and a Standing Commit-
|tee, with five sub-committees is at
,work. .
