Administration.  All that the so-called political
truce implies is the elimination of contested by-
elections and of partisan criticism by the Op-
position of the Government’s war measures.
This is a comiortable and cosy position for Mr.
King to take, but unfortunately it is one he
cannot continue to have and hold. Manifestly
there are only three positions the Prime Min-
ister can take while the country is at war. He
may either form a Coalition Ministry, or he
may carry on under a full understanding with
the Opposition, coupled with necessary confer-
ences, on all matters relating to the war, or he
may continue to run the country with a single-
party organization till such an unbalanced con-
traption runs into the ditch. So far he has de-
termined to try out the last of these alterna-
tives, and the Conservatives share neither the
burdens nor the benefits,—if there be any bene-
fits,—of directing Canada’s war efforts. In
other words, Canada’s wartime Adminis-
tration is a simon-pure, patronage-distributing,
party-run, Tiberal Government. To get the re-
cord straightened so that all can understand this,
may prove of considerable value for future re-
ference.”

There are no halfway measures in handling
the man and woman power in Germany- In the
first place, men who are not in the army are
usually doing work of “national importance.”
If not, they are immediately seized and put into
a factory or office—it does not matter, for it
is all a part of the war machinc. In some cases
men are taken from their work and put into the
auxiliary police at a salary of 50 pfennigs
daily. Their regular pay stops and since it is
impossible to support themselves and families
on that amount, their wives and children must
earn money instead. Women also represent vital
cogs in the machinery. Those who must stay
home because of children are drafted for sev-
eral hours a day, mending, washing and cook-
ing for soldiers. Others have been put to all
kinds of work, even that usually reserved for
men. And children do their share by collecting
paper, scraps and garbage to feed the municipal
pigs. .

A new photo-electric eye which detects the
approach of death in changing color of the skin
has been reported to the American College of
Surgeons.  The eye gives warning in time to
administer life-saving oxygen. It was designed
at the Ford Hospital, Detroit, for use in surgical
operations, and promises to be useful wherever
anaesthetics or sedatives have to be given. When
death approaches in a surgical operation, and
often in other forms, the blood grows darker.
The change is due to loss of oxygen. The doc-
tor giving the anaesthctic watches the pallor of
the unconscious person for the oxygen danger
signs. By giving more oxygen he can stave off
the final sinking. But he can see only the sur-
face. The new eye looks virtually into the blood
itself. This is done by placing a strong light
behind the ear. Some of’the rays pass through
