AUSTRIANS WILL FIGHT
TO THE END

LONDON, Sept. 2— A dispatch
from Bucharest, which reached the
Central News, London, by way of

Rome, says the Roumanian General
Staff considers that a battle on the
Austro-Russian frontier will be deci-
sive. They believe that the defeat of

the Austrians would be followed by a
general insurrection and that there-
fore whatever may be the sacrifice
the Austrians will not fall back. They
are now making a strong effort and
are recalling even troops engaged a-
gainst France and Servia.

WAR CORRESPONDENT
TELLS STORY

LONDON, “Delayed” Sept. 2.—
Ashmead Bartlett, war correspondent,
writes. “It is evident the Germans
have now been obliged to. abandon
the attempt to out flank the left wing
of the allies, owing to large reinforce-
ments of French troops which have
reached that flank. They are now
making a desperate effort to beat
through centre of the allied line and
occupy the line from Noyon, Lafere
to Laohn, that is to say they are seek-
ing to gain the shortest road to Paris.
The reason for this manouver is be-
cause it is obvious that at Lafere
they would strike the main line by
Noyon, Compiegne and Senlie to the
French Capital which would aiso
command the two man roads which
are of greater importance than the
Railway, which would surely be de-
stroyed, one by Noyon Compigne and
Senls and the other by Loan and
Soissons. It seems they are, in fact
endeavoring to drive a wedge of
troops into the rough circles formed
by Noyon Compiegne Sossians and
Loan. -

The grand scheme of German strat-
egy therefore, becomes apparent.
There are apparently three armies,
all marching on Paris. The most
westerly is that which is operating
in the region of Lafere, endeavoring
to.enter the rough circle formed by
Noyon Compigne, Sosslan Laon; the
centre is that which has been in ac-
tion at Launel and Scony Lagbaye
which is endeavoring to seize the
main road, via Rethel and march on
Rheims, and the third is the Crown
Prince's which is also endeavoring to
converge on Rheims by the route of
Montmedy, Steny and Vouziers. of
the dispositions of the allies to re-
sist these three attacks we know but
little, but with the immense forces
that should be at General Joffre’s dis-
posal there should be no difficulty in
holding them all.

A victory has been won at Guise,
but nevertheless the Germans are
progressing in the region of Lafere.
This would seem to point to undue
weakening of the centre line to pre-
ect the extreme left wing, which is
no longer menaced. Apparently the
German offensive in Lorraine, which
assumed threatening proportions last
week, has been completely checked.
The French once more are advancing
and have seized the right bank of the
Montague. Probably the German of-
fensive in this quarer was merely a
blind to stop the French troops from
being moved to the North.

On the other hand, the Allies have
already been strongly reinforced by
additional first line troops, and the
massing of additional troops is pro-
ceeding all the time. Reports con-
tinue to come in of Uhlans, raids to-
wards the coast towns, but these con-
tinue to be raids merely, and not
movements in force. Their only ob-
ject is to sound out the Allies de-
fences and incidentally to strike. ter-
ror into the inhabitants of the coast
towns. Ostend is strongly held, and

Can the Germans with their de-
pleted right wing and' centre, rein-
forced with landsturm ' troops, con-
tinue to force the ‘Allies back, now
that the latter have selected their
own positions, entrenched them, and
been 8o powerfully reinforced that
their strength, it is officially eseimat-
ed, exceeds one million men?

We have the official denial of the
British and French War Offices of
the German claim that the Allies’
lines of communication have been
cut. Britain continues to send rein-
forcements across the sea, though the
points at which they are heing land-
ed are of necessity kept strictly se-
cret.

The menace to the German right
wing rear continues to grow hourly.
The Belgian army may yet be found
to possess an exceedingly powerful
sting, The Germans have seemingly
evacuated the entire territory of
northeastern Belgium, have only a
few hundred troops left in Brussels,
and have also cleared out of a very
congiderable portion of southwestern
Belgium. On their right rear is the
Belgian army from Antwerp. On
their right flank i8 the combined
British and Belgian force from Os-
tend.

Can they, in these circumstances
succeed in their desperate effort to
further roll up the Allies’ left wing
and force thema further bhack on the
road to Paris?

The official announcement that the
Allies’ left wing is attacking the Ger.
man right wing today is ample
evidence that the commanders be-
lieve their forces are strong enough
to assume the eflensive without dan-
ger of being either surrounded or an-
nihilated.

It should be remembered, however,
that so far the German pressure has
proved to be irresistible on the Allies’
left wing. Much of the sguccess,
either way, will depcnd on the out-
come of the fierce battle now rag-
ing along the Vistula to the Dnies-
ter, where, on a battle front one
hundred miles long, the struggle is
still proceeding, with the Russians
