Long before metallurgy was known
among the prehistoric races carvings
on reindeer horn and mammoth tusk
evid the antiquity. of the art

ts of horn and ivory engraved
with excellent pictures of animals have
been found in caves and beds of riv-
ers and lakes, There are specimens
in the British museum, also in the
Louvre, of the Egyptian skill in ivory
carving attributed to the age of Moses.
In the latter collection are chairs or
seats of the sixteenth century B. C.
inlaid with ivory and other pieces of
the eleventh century B. 0., Carving of
the “precious substance” 'was exten-
sively carried on at Constantinople dur-
ing the middle ages. Combs, caskets,
horns, boxes, etc., of carved ivory and
bone, often set in precious stones, of
the old Roman and Anglo-Saxon peri-
ods are frequently found in tombs.
