OTTAWA, May 30—(CP)—Agri-
culture Minister Gardiner today
told the Commons he would have
introduced two bills this session to
extend the provisions of the Prair-
ie Farm Rehabilitation Act across
Canada had the Dominion-Provin-
cial conference reached agreement
on a division of taxation rights.

He said the two bills already had
been drafted one covering the
four Western Provinces and the
other the five Eastern Provinces,
but they had to be withdrawn af-
ter the conference broke up in
disagreement.

Mr. Gardiner made his state-
ment during a discussion on the
problem of reclaiming marshlands
in the Maritime Provinces and
said the Federal Government would
have undertaken that s -
ing $4,000,000 to $5000,000 over &
two or three year perlod had the
Dominion - Provincial — conference
succeeded.

Problems of lrigation and
drought existed all across Canada,
sald Mr. Gardiner.

Discusses Cheese

He said Canada expected to fall
short in her committment to sup-
ply Britain with 125 000,000 pounds
of cheese this year.

There were some estimates tha®
the Dominion might be able to
ship 115,000,000 pounds, Mr. Gar-
diner added, but there also wa$
some doubt about that.

‘The Minister attributed the de-
clining cheese production to the
lower output of fluld milk and
said there might be some improve-
ment if there was good grass on
Canadian pasture lands this sum-

mer.
Beginning June 1, as had been
announced all cheese manufact=
ured in Ontario and Quebed,
