New Use For Waste Whey

Science has now discovered that milk,
known as the almost perfect food for humans,
has vaivable medicinal uses. It s helping in
the manufacture of penicilling the “wonder drug”
now being used ‘n the treatment of war
wounds, particularly of hattle burns, one of the
most common and troublesome.

A marvellous thing about this new discov-
ery is that all the necessary milk ingredients are
obtained without taking a single pound of milk
from its normal wse. Al are obtained from
whey, tons of which are used for pig feed or
thrown away daily ar chicese factorics.

Processed under intense heat, a lactose sugar
and a very fine powder are obtained from the
whey. So valuable are both these by-products
of cheese m 7, the Ottawa Journal,
that the Government may shortly open a pro-
cessing plant in the cheesc making  area  of
Fastern Ontario. At present the 200 to 300
thousand pounds of whey required daily go by
special trucks to a plant m  Northern New
York, whence the lactose and powder are re-
turned to Canada. Farmers who sell their whey
in this way are paid only a small amount for
each shipment, but in the course of a year it
means considerable extra :evenue.

Should this new  discovery  continue  to
prove as valuable in civilian use now ap-
pears to be likely it will not only mean added
revenue for hundreds of tarmers who produce
cheese milk but will make use of a by-product
often found troublesome around cheese factor-
ies. TFor every 100 pounds of milk brought to
a cheese factory something like go pounds of
whey were left after the cheese curds had been
extracted. If there was a good hog popula-
tion in the factory district whey was valuable
as hog feed, but where the hog population was
light the whey was simply thrown away. Tons
of it were wasted daily in mony districts.

Hitherto all available stocks of penicillin in
Canada, except a small amount for 1'cscarc.h
purposes, have been requisits 1:@1'1"»1‘ H.m mili-
tary forces, although in Al nited States a
limited amount has heen available to civilian
hospitals: for several months, Domestic produc-
tion here is still all nesded for military use, but
the \War DProduction Doard in \Washington has
made a limited quantity of the \merican pro-
duct available for civilian use in Canada.

Canadian production is being developed at
the Connaught Laboratories in Toronto and by
two well-known pharmacettical firms in Mont-
real.  All manufacture and distribution of peni-
cillin in this country is controlled through the
Nffice of the Controller of Chemicals. For the
present the total amount of penicillin available
for civilian usc is distinctiy limited. To effect
fair distribution and minimize wastage, certain
regulations relating to distribution and usage
have had to be set up. Tt is heing issued only to
hospitals of over 23 beds. The hospitals are
charged six cents per thousand units, Severe
infections require on the =verage 1,000,000 units
of penicillin—cost ~ $60—but  uncomplicated
cases respond well to 100,000 units,

The general practitioner, writes  Surgeon
Lt.-Cmdr. Little, is essentially the confidant nf
his fellow men, with all that is implied in tie
word (confidant). That means that he gathers
to himself a reputation for integrity, under-
standing and healing skill. “In the field of
internal medicine he must be a good diagnosti-
cian. - - - He has to learn the present limits of
his proved knowledge and be quick to seek as-
sistance from his older and more experienced
colleagues. - - - Many a case will baffle and
weary him. The responsibility of these must
be shared.” The writer commends the practice
of “the fine old custom” of the apprentice-
partnership, and urges that general-practition-
ers keep abreast of the research and other work
going on in the medical field. “It is a pity,”
he says, “that general practitioners practically
never study the broad aspects of community dis-
case inrtheir own locality.” In conclusion he
suggests that the naturalist, the poet, the his-
torian, the socialist and others have something
to say to the general practitioner. Humanity in
all its phases is within the study of the family
doctor; post-graduate study never ends and
should never be allowed tc jell, he emphasizes.

Mr. Hugh Dalton, President of the British
Board of Trade, says he can provide utility
furniture for three people, exclusive of carpets
and crockery, for about $175. Furniture in-
cludes a double bed, a single bed, a dresser
with mirror, a dining table, two armchairs and
six small chairs, These furnishings would cost
about $600 in nonutility furniture, if they could
he obtained at all in wartime. People who quali-
fy for utility furniture have first call on the
supplies of utility sheets, price-controlled blan-
kets and utility mattresses. This is arranged by
means of “priority dockets.” The people who
can apply for these dockets are people whose
homes have been bombed: people setting up
house becatise they have young children or are
expecting a child; couples married on or after
September 1, 1939; couples who propose to
marry within three months; and people who
need a bed for a growing child. People whose
bedding has been destroyed by bombing may
also ‘apply for dockets, even if they have not
lost their furniture. These goods are not ration-
ed. Only about one quarter of the total pro-
duction of bedding will be reserved for docket
