Early End To Meat
Rationing In U.S.?

By OVID A. MARTIN

WASHINGTON, Aug. 17—An
early end to meat rationing,
perhaps next month, was fore-
seen as possible today by Clin.
ton Anderson., Secretary of
Agriculture. He said in an in-
terview that he believes supply
and demand warrant a quick
end.

He has authority to order
that action.

After checking prospective
non_civilian requirements for
the remainder of the year, Mr.
Anderson said it appears tuzt
the civilian supply of cattle,
hog and sheep meat will jump
to the average per capita rate
of ‘about 145 pounds a year
during tte October-December
quarter. Consumpiion so far
this year has been at the rate
of loss than 120 pounds.
