SIAN, Shensi, China, April 15—
(By The Canadian Press)—North-
west China, often called the Cradle
of the Chinese race, is ylelding
long-buried archaeological treasures
as railway builders move through
ancient grave mounds and tombs.
Bronzes and earthenware of the
Chou dynasty, which dates back to
the ninth century before Christ,
have been brought to light along
with relics of several
eras.
