FOOT-SPECIALIST SAYS
FREAKISH SHOE STYLES WILL
RESULT IN FOURTOED
WOMEN

The woman of future genera-
‘tions will be four-toed, because
short and pointed shoes cramp the
little toe until it becomes atrophi-
ed. Dr. Louis Lewy, secretary of
the Manhattan division of New
York, said at the final session of
the forty-second annual conven-
tion of the society.

The speaker did not bring men
into his discussion, but said that
thousands of X-ray examinatic®
of women's feet had convinced him
that the fifth toe was becoming
atrophied from the pressure of
modern shoe styles for women.
The manufacturer, he added, was
not entirely to blame, because he
was governed by “demand.”

«Because of the freakish shoes
which are designed to meet the
demand of Dame Fashion, rather
than her sister, Dame Comfort,
women are gradually losing their
small toes,” he said. “The evidence
of structural® changes in toes has
been -established by thousands of
X-ray examinations.

“Nature has created the foot in
fan-like design. Shoes that are
worn today do not permit the nor-
mal spread of the fore part of the
foot. Consequently the small toe
is pushed over or under the
adjacent toe, resting in a deform-

" '

The ages-old desire of women
for tiny feet might be thus satis-
fled in “future generations,” and
the use of sandals and toe-less
shoes in warm seasons would not
materially delay that millenium,
he said, pointing out that it was
usually the big toe that protrud-
ed, while the little one remained
hemmed in.

GROWING IN
BALKAN STATES

Canadian dollar closed at a dis-

MILAN, Italy, June 8—(CP)—
Growing Italian fnfluence in the
Balkans was stressed today by
leading spokesmen in speeches at
the opening of the National Con-
gress for international political
studies.

The Congress, which will discuss
various phases of the world situ-
ation, also heard Foreign Minister
Cont Ciano reaffirm Italian _soli-
darity with Germany and Japan
and acclaim the Anglo-Italian ac-
cord as a great step toward Eur-
opean appeasement.

Commenting on Count OClano’s
address, the leading article in the
Giornale d'Italia written by Vir-
ginio Gayda, 0 also 8 at
the Congress, reiterated warnings
to all foreign nations to “keep
their hands off Spain.”

Praise For Japan

Count Ciano praised Ja{:a.n’s in-
vasion of China as a fight against
Bolshevism. Ciang is a son-in-law
of Benito Mussolini and believed
by some the probable successor of
the Premier,

He placed the Aslatic struggle
alongside that in Spain where he
sajd, Italy and Germany were
staging “historic resistance” a-
gainst the menace of disintegration

Turning to the Anglo-Italian
pact, Count Ciano warmly praised
the “frank and courageous” speech
by Prime Minister Chamberlain in
the House of Commons on April
18 when he presented the agree-
ments concluded with Italy.

“The words of the eminent
statesman,” Ciano said, “found a
profound echo in the talian
people who interpreted them as
testimony of the spirit in which
Chamberlain and his collaborator
Lord Halifax devoted themselves
to their task of eclarification and
reconciliation.

“The Anglo-Italian accords have
the merit of having cleared the
ground of residue of the past and

laced the reiations between the

0 empires on a basis of clarity
and loyalty which alone can be
the foundation for stable and solia
understanding between nations.

“Solid peace cannot rest on a
fragile mesh of diplomatic ex-
pedients but demands

recognition of historical
and the precise intention
spect them.

“Such are the elements that as-
sure to the Anglo-Itallan agree-
ments their strength and their
:}ta.liléy and which d{etermlne their

gnificance as an effective aid to
the stabilization and cification
of Europe which Italy desires and
to which it devotes itself as a
realist spirit.”

Ciano pictured Italy, Germany
and Japan, colleagues in an ac-
cord against communism, as bene-
raf{t,ors % tgﬁiworld.

He sa na “imprudently has
aligned herself” with rt):he “dugolv—
ing action of Bolshevism...Not
taking into account that the nat-
fonal cause Is very badly entrust-
ed to hands of that state (Soviet
Russia) which proclaims itself
champion of red irnternationalism.”

“Ibtaly seeks Mediterranean
security for all,” Gayda wrote

this security is constituted not
only by a balance of strategic
positions and military systems, but
also by the elimination of all for-
eign influence and all corrupt in-
fluence from Spain.”

As to the Ba'kans, both Ciano
and Gayda stressed in their
speeches that Ita'y’s interest there
is not determined by any “low

mu
ggsltlaﬁ
re-

motives” to secure political or e-
conomic hegemony, but only “in-
spired by a deside for pacific co-
operation.”

The Italo-Yugoslav accord and
the improvement of relations with
Rumania, Greece and Turkey were
among the great steps accomplish-
ed by Italy toward this cooperation
Gayda told the Congress. He em-
phasized the need for cultural and
commercial exchanges with Bal-
kan countries.

Uncle Sam Bees
Janada Needing
His Strong Arm

(By Alexander R. Geeorge Assoclated
Press Staff Writer)

WASHINGTON, June 8—(CP)—

Canada used to feel pretty safe be-
cause they seemed isolated from
potential en countries, Now they

are becoming Invasion-conscious as
war alarms reverberate around the

world, -

Wwith Mother Britain arming to

the teeth in the face of European
tension, members of the Canadian
parliament are urging a strength-
ening of home defences. Reports
hint of “mysterious” movements of
hgg.vy guns from one coast to an-
other.
Canada’s remoteness from ex-
pansion-hungry powers and ‘her
cordial relations with next-door
United States have made a large
peacetime military establishment
seem unecessary. Moreover, Cana-
dians have counted upon Britain's
warships to hold off a possible in-
vasion of their eastern coast.

But probably the most comforting
antidote for ‘{Jomlnlon fears has
been the belief that “the strong
right arm of Uncle Sam” would L3
lifted against an aggressor who
carried the fight to the Canadians’
home grounds. Defence Minister
Ian MacKenzie sald recently:
“Just as the British Navy on the
Atlantic is our greatest security in
that quarter so I think it might be
reasonable to assume that in a ma-
jor conflagration we should have
frlendly fleets upon the Pacific
ocean”

Canadian hopes for US. aid in a
pinch are based roughly on:

1. The Monroe Doctrine under
which the United States views as
an unfriendly act any attempt by a
Furopeen or Asiatic nation to de-
rive an American state of terri-
ry or the right of self government
by force.

Outside the general assurances of
the Monroe Doctrine, this country
is not committed to the military
protection of Canada. So students
of International affairs find it con-
ceivable that the United States
would remain neutral if Canada be-
came involved in a war between
Great Britain and another power.
But they find it difficult to ima~-
gine the United States remaining
placid if foreign troops actually
were blasting their way into Van-
couver or planes were dropping
-mangling bombs on Toronte
and Montreal, Among many United
States oitizens, the bombing of those
nearby cities would stir almost the
same resentment as air raids on
Buffalo and Detroit.
2. The “realistic” viewpoint that
the United States, with its long un-
fortified northern border, could
not afford to allow the conquest of
Canada with the probable setting
up of a strong military establishe
ment.

Resistance against a surprise at-
tack on this country by way of the
Dominion hag long been un Iim-
portant part of secret U.S. defence

plans.

The biggest peacetime manoeuvres
of the army have been sham battles
between ‘“invading” and “defending’
forces in northern New York State.
even including the use of large
numbers of New York City taxi-
cabs to transport troops from New
Jersey and southern New York te
the “front.”

Canada’s own first line of de-
fence is a volunteer militia of about
53,000, a dozen op SO batteries of
coast artillery, some 85 batteries of
light end medium artillery. a half
a dozen destroyers and about 100
modern aircraft. Compared with the
military establishment of even. tiny
Yugoslavia, Canada is “unarmed.”
Her resistance, no matter how
gallant, to an attack in force by a
great power or coalition of powers
would be ineffective unless the ser-
wices of & strong British fleet were
available. In such a situation Ca-
nada would hope for U.S. assistance

al [by sea, air, and land,

Some American = alarmists have
envisaged enemy aircraft making
the short jump across the Bering
Straits from northern Asia to Alas-
ka, flying from Fairbanks to Win-
nipeg in nine hours and in another
four hours or less being in a posi-
tion to bomb Omaha o, Chicago.
Military planes can fly that far
(more than 2,000 miles) but the de-
fence experts are not alarmed at
the prospect of such an attack in
the near future— because no bom-
bers have been developed which
have a tactical range of even 1,000
miles.

Meanwhile the goal of the US.
army s a force strong enough in
numbers and equipment to smash
the first contingent of an enemy
which obtained a foothold anywhere
in the Uniteq States, Canada or
Mexico. The army air corps already
hag reached a stage of development
where it is rated a match for the
sky fighters of any nation.
