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FLOODS THREATEN ANEW IN OHIO VALLEY

REFUSES T0
CAPITULATE
IN CRISIS

"Arouses Nazis In Stir-
ring Campaign
Speech In Silesia.

BERLIN, March 22, — Chancellor
Hitler told a ocheering campaign
sudience in Silesia today “we will
not capitulate.”

Answering the Locarno powers in
a general way, Der Fuehrer declar-
od: “Germany is neither ready nor
wilting to recognize the demands of
other mations which touch upon the
Reich’s internal affairs.”

(Great Britain, France, Italy and
Belglum asked that Germany con-
sent to an international police force
in the Rhineland and submit the
Franco-Soviet defensive pact to The
Hague Court pending negotiation on
Hitler’s peace proposals.)

. CONFERS WITH RIBBENTROP

Hitler flew to Breslau to make
the address after conferring until
Iate last night and again today with
Joachim von Ribbentrop, who head-
od the German delegation at the
Council of the League of Nations in
London last week. The special am-
passador accompanied Hitler to
Breslau and the two again went into
conference after his return to Ber-

BRITISH POLICY IS WORRY

There were indications, however,
the special ambassador might fly
back tomorrow afternoon with 2a
plan of action in his brief case. The
longer German leaders
cuss the Locarno proposals the more
1s becomes evident that their great-
st underlying werry s the British
undertaking to go to the aid of
France and Belgium if negotiations
with Germany fall through.

Amid wild applause, Hitler sald at
Breslau: “Nothing has happened in
Germany in the last three years
which is directed against any par-
ticular people nor which threatened
any one.” He apparently was refer-
ring to the rebirth of the German
army, adding: “But in these three
years the German people have
again come to the unshakable de-
clsion that what was cannot be con-
tinued or tolerated.” A mew order
must be created, he continued, “bas-
ed on reason and logic. But who-
ever thinks that the Treaty of Ver-
sailles can stand as a basis of this
arder {s mistaken,”

LONDON, March 22—(A. P)—
The Italo-Ethiopian war, tempor-
arily neglected in the crisls caus-
ed by Germany’s denunciation of
the Locarno Treaty, will be con-
sidered tomorrow by the commit-
tee of 18 of the League of Nations,

Plans call for the appointment
of a sub-committee to determine
peace terms. Italy accepted a
League bid for peace negotiations
with reservations and Ethiopla
agreed to the same appeal without
reservations.

Premier Mussolini has not dis-
closed his terms but officials be-
lieve they will be heavy. Emperor
Haile Selassie warned in an of-
ficial communication yesterday
that he would not enter direct
negotiations with Rome and that
only a pact made through the
League, “within the spirit of the
Covenant,” would be acceptable.

ADDIS ABABA, March 22—Nine-
teen bombing planes dropped more
than 1,000 gas, incendiary and ex-
plosive bombs on Jijiga today, kill-
ing scores of civilians, the govern-
ment announced here,

Roaring northward from General
Rodolfo Graziani’s southern base
at Neghelli, the Italian squadron
hovered for more than an hour over
the key Ethiopian city, situated
about 25 miles east of Harar, while
it dropped its deadly cargo.

An Ethiopian Red Cross ambu-
lance and several big shops owned
by foreigners were reported de-
shroyed in the raid, as well as
hundreds of native homes and trad-
ing places.

Ethiopian authorities declared the
raid apparently had been organized
in the hope of destroying the head-
quarters of Ras 19esibu, Ethiopia’s
east central war commander. They
added the Italian generals evident-
ly had been misinformed because
Ras Nasibu had removed his head-
quarters from Jijiga some time ago.

Most interesting to the public
will be the delicate task of get-
ting the enormous ship through
crooks and bends of the channel,
with the keel only a few feet from
the river bottom. The slightest
miscalculation may lead to trouble.
