STRONG LEADER
OF DOUKHOBORS

Peter Veregin Practically 1 Despot
Although a Benevolent One to
His Strange Followers
Out of a lengthy official report
emerges the figure of an empire build-
er in a small way—Peter Veregin,
leader of the Russian Doukhobors in
British Columblia. '“he report was
made to the British Columbian Govern-
ment by Willlam Blakemore, who was
appointed to inquire into the desira-
bility ef the Doukhobors as colonists.
It has many interesting things to say
of them, but its striking feature is
the picture it sketches of their léader.
Back in Russia in the time of their
persecution they were led by a wo-
man, Lukerya Vasylyvna Kalmykova.
On her death Veregin succeeded to
the office. The sect split, Veregin's
enemies had him exiled to Siberia,
and sleighs travelled 2,000 miles over
the snow to maintain communication
between him and hig people. After
the Doukhobors were enabled to mi-
grate to Canada things went badly,
Therefore the Russian Gogernment
was induced- to liberate -Veregin, and

Doukhobors.
He 1s described as a benevolent
despot, absolutely devoted: -to the in-
terests of the Doukhobors, at all times
potting, planning and scheming to
advance their cause, not enriching
himself, ruling with a rod of iron,
exacting implicit obedience and exer-
clsing rigid discipline.

He is a big man in every sens: of
the word; the history and traditions
of his people, his own suferings, his
contact with great men have been
his  education. He inherits the
characteristics of his raze, among
which are strong reasoning capacity,
diplomatic skill and cubtlety. The
greatest evidence of his ability is the
manner in which ‘he has for years
been able to hold together his people
in an environment entirely alien to
their ideas, their cherished beliefs and
their ambitions. In the freest country
in the world, where individual feel-
ing s the koynote, says Mr. Blake-
more, he still holds six-sevenths of
the original settlement’ in the thrall
of community life, with individuality
extinguished except for his own per-
gonal control. He is in fact a theo-
oratic czar; he possesses not only the
genius but the capacity for governing.
His personality is both attractive
and impressive. He is tall, broad,
muscular, massive, with a fine head,
great natural dignity of carriage and
the atmosphere of strength. Yet, like
many such men, he has a remarkably
gentle manner,

His people yleld him the utmost
deference and obedience, due, perhaps,
not altogether to his great mersonal
endowments and magnetism. but partly
to their religious belief, which invests
him with almost supernatural attrl-
butes.

The final conclusion of the report
is that the real problem is not the
Doukhobors, but Peter Veregin, “for
through it all the figure of Peter Vere-
gin looms majestic and all powerful.”

WAS ‘“MONA LISA” DESTROYED?

PARIS, July 19—There is in exist-
ence, says Walter Littlefield, a meas-
urable amount of ~ evidence which
broves beyond any reasonable doubt
that the ‘‘Mona Lisa,”” the most va-
lued portrait in the world, was stol-
en, from the Paris Louvre in August,
1911, but was destroyed or hopelessly
injured in an attempt to restore its
former beauties and that the sensa-
tional story of the theft was invent-
ed to cover this accident and thus
save those persons responsible from
dismissal and disgrace.
After the restoration of 1909 all
pictures of the Louvre have been in-
variably retouched by an official

re-
storer on the premises, On the Wed-
nesday preceding the Monday on

which the picture was last seen in its
place, this official restorer, accom-
panied by a well known American art-
ist, who is also an expert restorer,
visited the Louvre and paused before
Leonardo’s famous picture. The
American had been brought there for
the purpose of giving advice, as to
the way of repairing the picture,
which for over a year had been gra-
dually going from bad to worse. Ac-
cording to what this American has
since told me, this is what he
thought:—
‘I was convinced that absolutely
nothing could be done and advised
him not to attempt the work, It
seemed as though the least jar would
complete the ruin, This restorer was
under the orders of M. Georges Bene-
dite, who had insisted that something
must be done before the return of M.
Homolle from the.Vosges.
‘‘We discussed various schemes for
restoring painted panels, and he cer-
tainly left me with the idea ‘that he
would undertake "the task.’”
From the foregoing it was pretty
safe to conclude that restoring was
attempted and failed, and the thief
story was invented to shield ' the
truth. ;

As compared with the
month of May there is a decrease of
$7,826,634 in savings deposits, which
are nearly ten millions less than they
were at the end of June a year ago.

paid for out of Senate funds.
¥rom these personal accusations
the debate went into the general field
of public lecturing and writing, and
democratic Senators called attention
to the Chautanaua platform work of
Senator Bristow, and many others,
and to the newspaper writings of
Senator Bristow.
