. Readers generally take it for
granted that -writers like to write.
It is perhaps also gercrally assum-
ed that after a little practice they

most writers fin3 thelr work des-
perately difficult no matier how
long they have ceen at it, and re-
gard the whole nterary process ax
one part pleasure and nine paris
drudgery.

Doubtless a tev special cases,
ireluding geniuses and college sop-
hemores, enjoy the process; writers
as a group have to drive themsely-
es to it. As a group thev have
always been spiritual hypochondri-
acs, professional sufferers wio man-
age (frequen’iy) « make a living
out of their suifering. No one
knows this better than Robert van
Gelder, editor of the New York
Times Book Review who has Inter-
viewed dozens of authors durin
the past few years. About 90 o
his interviews ara now co.ected in
Writers and- ‘Nriting, Sample testi-
mony:

Mar jorie Kirnan Rawlings:
“Writing is agony I stay at my
typewriter for eight houts every
day when I'm weorking and keep as
free as possible from all distrac-
tions for the rest of the day. I
aim to do six pages a day out I'm
satisfied with thiee. Often there
are only a few iines to how.”
