OTTAWA, April 16 —(CP)—Gal-
lant deeds and good  service on
land, sea and the air loomed in the
background as 69 men and women
stepred before the Earl of Athlone
today to receive decorations a-
warded to themselves or  their
kin-folk in the second investiture
of decorations held at Government
House since the start of the second
Great War.

The stately ceremony took place
in the ball-room and the Governor=
General wore khaki service uni-
form, while Princess Alice, who sat
at his side, was dressed in the blue
outfit of the Women's Royal Can-
adian Naval Service.

The persons decorated ranged in
rank from private to a vice-admir-
al and the decorations from the
British Empire Medal to Compan-
ion of the Most Honorable Order of
the Bath

ath,

Practically all were announced in
the New Year’s Honors List, and
tomorrow another group of persons
will appear to receive honors of the
same range.
Prime Minister MacKenzie King
and State Secretary McLarty were
the Ministers attending the Gover-
nor-General for the ceremony. Out-
of-town recipients of honors were
guests of the Government for the
occasion with their wives or other
close relatives, and came to Otta-
wa_with their expenses paid.
Pirst name called was that of
vice-admiral Percy Nelles, Chief of
the Naval Staff, who received the
insignia of Companion of the Or-
der of the Bath for services in his
present post since 1934.
The Chiefs of Staff of Canada’s
other two services, Lt.-Gen. Ken-
neth Stuart, Army, and Air Mar-
shal L. S. Breadner, Air Force, were
awarded the same decoration in
the New Year's Honors List, but
were invested by the King person-
ally during overseas visits.
Brig. E. J. Renaud,
Quartermaster-General,
Vice-Marshal G. M. Croil, Inspect-
or General of the R.C.A.F. were in-
vested with the insignia of Com-
mander of the Order of the British
Empire.
Nursing Sister Mary W. McNutt
of Charlottetown, was present in
person to receive the Royal Red
Cross for her work in organizing
nursing services in an emergency
hospital in Newfoundland after se-
veral men  had been  killed or
wounded by an explosion last June.
Lt.- Col. L. T. Lowther of Char-
lottetown was also one of the
members of the Army scheduled to
receive the Officer of the Order of
the British Empire.

Norwegian
Youths Being
Mobilized

Action By Germans
Causing Wave Of
Trouble In Norway.

STOCKHOLM, April 16 —
(AP)— Reliable reports from
Oslo today said that Norweg-
ian youths are being mobilized
under compulsion for actual
German military service in vio-
lation ef international law and
that a plan to send them to
the war-fronts as unneeded
or rejected labor conscripts is
fomenting  the most serious
crisis in three years of Nazi
rule in Norway.

Another report from Norway
during the day said the first
boatload of Norwegians im-
pressed for work under the la-
bor mobilization act was taken
to Germany from Oslo last
week, and it identified the men
mostly as motor mechanics.

Some of the mobilized men
already had been put into un-
iform, the Oslo reports said,
adding  that they had been
forced to surrender all their
Norwegian identification pa-
‘pers. Some were said to have
taken the oath of allegiance to
the German Army under press-
ure while others refused, and
nearly all were reported to
have refused to sign German
contracts or give an oath to
Hitler,

The Oslo version was that
the Nazi officials had informed
the youths they would serve
for the war’s duration, ignoring

rotests that they originally

ad been mobilized for six
months in service.

As the word spread that men
are being sent to Germany,
