Reviews Children's. ..'
‘Aid Sagiety Work

An improvement in the juvenile
deliniquency situatioa wes noted by
Mr. W. J. Brawders, egent of the
Children’s Ald Socivty, In nis ree
port submitted at the recent ane
nual meeting of the Children’s Ald
Society.

“In presenting my report for the
year just ended” Mr. Brawders
wrote, “I shall repeyt what i have
already stated In previous years
that I believe you will aeppreciate
the fact that it is not easy 'to
give a clear pictare of a whole
year'’s work in a report which may
be read in a few minutes.

“The work during the past year
consisted largely of investigations
of varlous kinds, ‘nterviews and
discussions with representatives of
both orphanages end other agene
cles doing social work in the city,
These interviews etc, were ime
portant and through them many
adjustments were m:de,

“Two children we e made wards
during the year and fifteen were
written off our li: most of them
having reached th: age limit, one
left the province to live with rela-
Uves. 12 legally adopted. The pres-
ent number of warcs is one hune
dred. Thirty-five of these are #n
foster homes throughout the pro-
vince, fifty with their own par-
ents, six in St. V'ncents Orphan-
age  three in the DProtestant Or~
ph2nage, and six in Reformatory.

““We are particularly fortunate in
the type of foster homes our wards
ere located in, auc the children
are all happy and show evidence
of being exceptlonally well cared
for. Those of schonl age are being
tent to school, and In several in-
tlances have exceptiunal school ree-
ords.

“Those with thelr own parents
are getting along 1easonably well
and considerable improvement has
been made in home conditions of
many of these fam.lles since the
children were made wards.

‘“We owe a decp debt of grati-
tude to our orpnanages for the
Zeénerous co-operathn and assiste
ance we recelve fc.m them at all
times, and it is ne:dless to ray the
children under their care are well
looked after.

“Certain types of cases are met
with in the city and throughout
the province wheje sub-normal
children are fouad in wretched
homes where the parepts seem to
be totally incapable o taking care
of them and keep ng them prooer=
Iy cleaned and dressed. These
houses are usually fllthy and un-
kempt.
“Fortunately we do not meet with
many such cases, but they do
sent a serlous and difficult prob-
lem, It s not. and should not be
“he work of an orrhanage to care
for such cases. It seems as If o
special type of Home should be
provided where these children could
be properly cleaned, fed and look-
ed after and rece've such training
&nd instruction as they are oap-
able of understanding.

Juvenile Delinquency

“During the year ¢5 Juvenrles, 80
boys end 5 girls appared in Juven-
1le Court for varicus offences. Most
of the cases were petty theft and
in some Instances sreaking entry
and theft. The reraainder were for
a few other type: of offences, des=
truction of property, hanging on
backs of cars in winter, setting grass
fires, etc

“Seven Juvenile; were committed
to Reformatortes during the year.
Four for offences committed in the
city two for dangerous behavior,
and bad influence to others in St.
Vincents Orphanage the otner for
being incorrigible ir a foster home.
These latter thre: had no frieads
cr relatives to caie for them as
they had to be rerinved and it was
‘ound necessary to place them for
a time In the Reformatory.

“On two occastons in the past
vear adults were punished in the
city police court fcr purchasing
stolen goods from Juveniles at a
low price without making proper
enquiry as to how the gcods were
obtained.

“Of the 65 appearing in Juvenile
court this year 55, or 84.6 appear-
ed only once, and tre remaiting 10
¢ppeared a second time. We had
no third and fourth appearances as
in past years.

“The ages of tl.3 year's javenile
offenders run from 9 to 17 years.
with the greatest number of offen-
ders in age 15 group.

“Most of our denquency cases
occurred in the ear.y part ot the
season Since April 1st there were
only 9 cases, involv.ng 23 boys, as
against 22 cases, 46 hoys In the same
pericd last year.”
