8ir,—I was deeply impressed with
that eaitorial item on “Meat Ra-
tioning” thie other day, and en-
thusiastically support that “Pledge”
credited to the American Meat In-
stitute of Cuicago by your Wind-
sor, Ont. contemporary (Daily
Star) closing as follows: “I willadd
all the forces of my conviction and
influence to that cf milllons of
other honest, patriotic citizens to
stamp out the evil of the black
market; I will have no part of the
blnc!k market—and neither  shall

ul”

In my opinion we have teen far
too lenjent in dealing with opera-
tors in the so-called ‘black mar-
ket’. This ob:scene urge to profit
the dire emergencies of these

to me as ‘‘sabotage”. In
enough
at work in the
black markets, we would lose the
war—or prolong it indefinitely to
the point of stalemate, which a-
mounts to the same thing? I sug-
gest that  officialdom at Ottawa
dheuld act with courage and decis
slon along this front, The people
would rt a ruling that “mon-
ey fines” for black market convic-
tions would be ruled out, and that
appropriate jail sentences weuld
be mandatory? This s the only
techniqye these kind of citizens (1)
understand snd rescect—tie cheap
law of their own greedy selves.

Another of ycur “Notes By The
Way” which caught this reader’s
eye, was that gesertion by a suoply
officer: “the average soldier is
eating tetter ‘than he ever did at
heme, . .

As you know, somewhere around

Guest Speaker

NORTH SYDNEY—The wmany
benefits and saving of power cogts
to the consumer that would be ce-
rivec  from  regular electrical
inspection were related to members
of the Rotary Club at their weekly
cinner-meeting yesterday by Capt.
E, 8, Chandler, formerly of Char-
lottetown.

INSPECTION NECESSARY

An electrical inspector in Prince
Edward Island before joining the
armed forces, Capt. Chandler told
his hearers that the lack of regular
Inspection of electrical equipment
makes power anc its upkeep more
costly to the public.

During his remarks, the speaker
told of the duties of such an in-
spector and also of how the over-
loading and unbalancing of power
lines could be minimized through
periodical inspection.

Capt. Chandler told of the
spectors code as approved by the|
Canacaln  Engineers Association, |
and said that it was strongly endor- |
sed by fire insurance companies. He
also spoke about the association's
laboratory where products of all:
Canadian electrical manufacturing’

in-

ing in from the United States are
examined to sse that they apply to
Canadian approved standards.

The necassity of having all elec-
trical work done by qualified elec-
tricians and with stendard equio-!
ment, was stressed bv the speaker.!

STANDARD EQUIPMENT

One of the most interesting por-
tions of the speakers talk was in
his reference to the way in which
sub-standard grades of electrical
supplies and equipment were pawn-
