tatistics as to the Encrmous Value of the Modern War

and Armour Protection

.Run Up Into Millions.

LonnoN, Masch 17,—Statistics of the
rapid growth of the size and of the cost
of modern warships were given recently
at the society of arts by Sir William
White, in the course of the fourth Can-
tor lecture, Itseems that from 18% to
1902, when Sh: William resigned his po-
sition as director of naval construction,
in consequence of illness, the total ex-
penditure in the British navy on new
construction, exclusive of armaments,
was about 88} millions stérling, and,
including armaments, wa$ at least 10)
During the last seven years
of that period the total expenditure on
ships exclusive of armaments exeeded
50 millions, and in the year 1000-1 it
reached nearly nine millions, Out
of the 88} millions spent on ships and
machinery between 168y and 1902, it
had been estimated that more than 60
millions was spent on labor in the
United Kingdom. The Lecturer gave
brief descriptions, and exhibited pic-
tures of typical battleships, from the
Royal Sovereign class up to the Lorl
Nelson class, and of the contemporaneous
battleships in certain foreign navies. He
showed that in British battleships the
displacements in the period of 12 years
had increased from 14,000 tons to about
16,400 tons; that the cost (exclusive of
armaments) had increased from about
£800,000 to about one and a third
millions. In the King Edward class, the
cost of the hull was rather more than
£400,000, the armor costing about the
same amount, and the expenditure on
labor being about £2530,000, The propell-
ing and auxiliary machinery cost more
than £200,000; the gun mountings,
mechanisms, and torpedo tubes cost
about as much as the propeliing
machinery, and the incidental charges of
the dockyard ships amounted to about
£00,000, making up the grand total of
about one and a third millions. The guns
cost nearly £90,000, The ammunirion
and reserves were additional, and when
fully equipped each ship of the class
represented a value of more than 1}
