ITS USE A8 A CONTROL FOR
SMUT DISEASES OF GRAIN
(Charlottetown Experimental Sta-
tion Notes)

Grain crops are often seriously
injured by smut diseases. Some
of these such as bunt, or stinking
smut of wheat and both ‘loose and
covered smut of oats may be read-
ily controlled by the use of for-
malin. For the control of wheat
bunt the formalin sprinkle treat-
ment is recommended. The wheat
to be treated is placed in a pile on
a clean floor and sprinkled with
a formalin solution made of one
pint of formalin to forty gallons
of water on one ounce of formalin
