Auction Company’s silver fox sale
held in Montreal last week have
been heard from various quarters.

Women's Wear Daily of New
York which usually issues detail-

mutation fox at Canadian Fur
Auction Company’s sale today was
almost on a par with February sale
but at lower prices. A catalogue
of 968 skins was officlally report-
od T8 per cent sold at an average
of %294 which oompared with
79 per cent and an average ot
$73.04 for the corresponding of-
fering last month. New York and
Latin American dealers selected
outstanding platina and platinum
silver but paid less attention to
pearl platinum. Top price in the
collection was $140.00 paid for
platinum silver while extra light
platina brought a top pnice
$130.00. For pear] platinum the
top price was $84.00.

The renge was as follows: Plati-
num: Grade “A” $78 to $130, *“B”
$46 to $110, “C” $48 to $80; plat-
inum silver: “A” $83 to $140, “B"

Whitemarked skins, of which
there were 1,498 grouped separ-
ately were in moderate demand
and were reported 76 per cent sold
at an average of $40.08, showing
a falling off in both sales and
price level compared with. the core
responding February offering which
was 85 per cent sold and averaged
$45.07. Top price was $64,

Prices ranged as follows: Fulls:
Grade “A"” $40 to $64, “B” to
$56, “C” $28 to $62. Silvery: “A"
$39 to $60, “B" $31 to $54, “C" $32
to $47. Three-quarters: “B” $34
to $38, “C” $26 to $30.

A marked decline was shown
in both price and percentage sold
when the first offering of 2,088
regular full silvers was marketed
this afternoon. Quality of the
collection also fell beléw February

This Association offered for ac-
count of the Ontario Fur Breed-
ers’ Association and P. E. Island
Fox Breeders’ & BExhibitors’ As-
soclation, a collection of 371 Stan-
dard Silver show skins, contain-
ing full silver, silvery and three-
quarter types.

In writing us
Mr. Colpitts reported that ther had
an extra heavy snowfall in New
Brunswick this winter and it caus=
ed a lot of extra work in and
and around the ranch yet he
found it was not at all detrimental
to the foxes as it made them exer-
cise more and therefore the fe-
males were in better shape to have
their young, We are obliged to Mr.
Colpitts for the above interesting
information.

When winter came on we were
congratulating ourselves that we
were through with distemper in
this provinee but apparently we
are not as dogs have been report-
ed with it in the vicinity of Wheat«
iey River, Cornwall, Southport and
other points. Mr. Raoul Rey-
mend has issued a warning that
dogs found around his premises
will be shot as he cannot afford
to take chances of the disease
hitting the ranch and he is quite
right.. We know of a rancher not
many miles from Charlottetown
who had a very narrow escape.
His dog contracted distemper from
a neighbor's dog and despite the
care and treatment by a veterinary
died within a short time.

Not knowing it was affected
with the disease until the veter-
inary was consulted and he found
out it was in the locality, he had
not taken any extra precautions
other than he always washed. his
hands with good strong soap prior
to getting the feed ready and put
on his overshoes.

Practically everyone knows that
a rich, open loam which is easily
cultivated, makes the best garden
soll, But not so well known among
beginners - especially i the fact
that even the toughest clay and
the most barren sand can, with a’
little skill and care, be made into’
fine gardens too.

The secret in both cases is cul-
tivation, plus the incorporation of
rotted vegetable matter .One of the
best treatments, of course, is plenty
of barnyard manure, but thig is
not always available and especially
80 in urban locations. Good sub-
stitutes are vegetable refuse like
tops of beets, carrots, pea pods,
lawn clippings, etc, or specially,
sown green oats, rye or clover -dug
or plowed under,

Many experienced gardeners make
a regular practice, of sowing part
of their plots with oats, rye or some
other quick growing crop, and
when this is up six inches to a foot,
plowing the whole thing under.
This is wonderful treatment for
sticky clay, the rotting vegetable
matter opening up the soil and
admitting moisture and air. Strange
enough the same works well with
sand, putting -in some badly needed
humus which makes this light
soil spongy end more retentive of
moisture. Where the soil is also
poor, a liberal application of some
good chemical fertilizer is. advised
