AND WHEREAS a ferry service,
crossing five or six times daily,
would be far mors valuable than the
ferry services formerly, or presently
given to packets subsidized by the
Federal Government, it is recom-
mended that the Federal Govern-
nent hereafter concentrate on es-
tablishing ferries which will help to
link up our highway traffic on as
efficient and cheap a basis as pos-
sible,

THEREFORE RESOLVED that
the Federal Government be asked
to place an ‘amount sufficient in
the 1937-38 estimates for the con-
struction of ferry terminals at Wood
Islands, Prince Edward Island, and
Caribou, Nova Scotia, and establish
a subsidy for the ferry service; and
that a copy of this resolution be
presented each Member and Sena-
tor of the Federal Houses by our
Government.

And She’ll Talk Turkey

“Rural districts offer the aver-
age woman greater opportunity for
making a living than do crowded
cities,” says Mrs. May E. Driscoll,
city woman who made good in the
country.

And, accompanied by nothing
less than a Prince (full title: “The
Bronze Prince of Mayflelds”) Mrs.
Driacoll came back to New York
the other day and received home
town recognition, something the
cynics say one seldom gets.

The small, vivacious, motherly-
looking Mrs. Driscoll wasn't espe-
clally surprised about it all, how-
ever: Seems «he felt all along that
Prince (a 42-1b. turkey) would take
first prize in the “bronze breed” ex-
hibit at the National Poultry Show.
He did.

A Wonun's Work

Seated where she could keep an
eye on her aristocratic prize-win-
ner the woman who turned' from
the ciiy to the soil to make a liv-
ing, raised her voice above the
din of hens’ cackling, pigeons’ coo-
ing and ducks’ quackling to explain
her notion about earning one’s way
far from factories, offices and
storea.

“I think it might be better for
the woman whose hair is tinged
with silver to spend her energles
planning for a swall place in the
country than worrying about the
day-to-come when a younger girl
will get her job.

“Furthermore, learning to raise
animals or fowl successfully isa't
any more difficult than mastering
selling, typing or filing. I didn't
know anything about rural life
untll seven years ago. To me, a
turkey was justa bird which hangs
by his heels in butcher shops
around Thanksgiving time., I'd
lived in the city all of my life.”

Mrs. Driscoll went on to say that:

2 good many types of farming, es-
pecially poultry raising, are more
sultable for women than men. In-
cidentally, nine of the 19 turkey ex-
hibitors at the poultry thow were
women,

“It takes infinite time and pati-
ence to raise a turkey for show
purposes,” the lady farmer con-
tinued,

“For instance, I lift evety little
turkey (there were 1500 last year)
out of the incubator with my own
two hands, give him a teaspoonful
of water with a medicine dropper
and a kernel or twoof food before
I put him on the ground. It keeps
him from eating dawdust off the
floor of the brooder and gives him

& proper atart in life. But wha
man would bother that much?”

Teaches Them Young

Mrs. Driscoll was born in Scot
land, came to this side of the wate:
when she was three, married ane
lived in New York until 1930. Ths
summer of that year, she and he

son- (he's a radio news reportes
now) bought a small summe
ranch in Minnesola.

The next year, the depression

having made a considerable dent in
her income, Mrs., Driscoll put tur-
keys on the ranch. Now she has
one of the largest flocks on the
continent, and her birds have taken
prize after prize at poultry show:
in various states.

From May to December, Mrs.
Driscoll lives on the ranch, superin-
tends' every bit of the turkey rais-
ing work herself. When she isn't
giving small birds their first drink
seeing that they don't crowd in the
brooder (hers are taught to roost
when theyareonly twoweeks oid),
or teaching older onecs to stay or
their roosts and face a storm in-
stead of turning their tails toward
it, thereby ruining their feathers
¢he is thinking up ways to im-
prove her flock.

She is constantly trying ideas not
found, or even hinted at, in any
poultry raiser's manual, Many of
them turn out successfully, like,
for example, the business of putting
a few brassrings in the wire of the
show turkeys’ coops. After eating
the birds pick at the rings insuzpd
of at each other, and the injury bits
of mash and corn can do to“show
plumage” is averted.

Mrs, Driscoll's leisure  hours
(they are few and  far between)
are devoted to hunting for pheas-
ants and ducks or ‘fishing for brook
trout and bass. Anexcellent marks-
man, she’d rather hunt than do
anything else—except, of course
live on a farm and raise turkeys!
