MONTREAL, July 17—Funeral
candles flickered in a half dozen
Jewish homes here tonight as rel-
atives mourned five men and a girl
instantly killed in the early morn-
ing when a crowded motor truck
collided with a streetcar, Nine oth-
ers were injured as the truck re-
turning from the Laurentian moun-
tains heavily laden with passen-
gers and miscellaneous freight met
the street-car with terrific impact.
All the dead and most of the in-
Jjured were members of Montreal's
Jewish colony. Relatives claimed
their dead at the city morgue af-
ter Coroner Lorenzo Prince had
opened an inquest so that the vic-
tims might be identified and cause
of death formally established. The
Jjury viewed the mutilated bodies
and then adjourned the hearing
until July 24,
The six people killed were spilled
from the truck as it reeled away
from the streetcar after the im-
pact, men and women rolling about
the pavement in agony. Leo Dupuis,
streetcar motorman, and E. Rob-
erge, one of his three passengers,

were the only occupants of the
streetcar injured.
