This mission re-
ported that Britain will surely win her fight for
freedom if adequate assistance is actually deltv-
ered to her, and that a sound national policy for
the United States ‘“‘requires at this time that all
practical aid should be delivered to Great Britain
and those aligned with her in their fight for free-
dom.” .

these United States may at the earliest possible
