This is evidenoed by a number of
letters receivej after the ‘Brading
was completed asking if the associ-
atlon would receive their wool. .In
view of the fact that the grading 1s
conducted by an expert froom tha
ive Stock Branch, Ottawa, whose
time {8 altogether taken up, ft
ould be impossible to ask him to
return for the small amount that
the assoclation could hope to re-
celve, consequently the wool could
ot be accepted. ' The truth, how-
ever, cannot be gainsaid that had
it not been for : the ©o_operative
handling of wool ‘there would this
year have been whsolutely no mark-
et tor tne ungraded product. The
sales st the graded woql a Qany-
thing like a rewsonable price, and
the few offering to, buy show' that
tius  product  not  standardized
would be paid for at a very inferior
price.

The total quantity of wool recelv
ed this year wns 12,000 1bs less
than the receipts ‘in  1919. Tha

uuwmbér of. patrons contributing
as almost 600. This number is
88 than last yesr. but the decrease
in quantity ja accounted for by the
naller shipment and for the rea
ms already stated.

The averago roturn for the woo!
ld may be safely estimated at 30
cents which is at least 10 cts above
