Popular theology is still slow to
realize that 's dealings with
mankind are controlled by law. The
misunderst: man in remote
times, when the Jewish people de-
rived their ideas of kingship from
oriental monarchs, whose privilege,
it seemed, was to be above all fixed
principle, and to shape their judg-
ments merely by the mood of the
moment. THe law shaping the de-
orees of God is no less exact for
being self-imposed; its source is His
divine Being, and by if His absol-
ute power is not limited but ex-

mgsed'l. d taugh 1
ur Lord taught patiently to
convince His hearers that the acts
of the heavenly Father are regulat
ed by the immutable law of His
nature. Therefore it could not be
a matter of uncertainty whether
the faithful disciple would be re-
warded, whether prayer would be
heard, whether, even a sparrow
could fall unnoticed. The Father’s
law governed all doings, and
all the spiritual world beyond hu-
man vision. On one occasion
Christ found with pleasure and
frankly expressed surprise, a man
already understood this truth,
acoepted the operation of law
in the spiritual world as a neces-
sary . fact. He was a soldler, a
non-commissioned officer of Herod’s
army, presumably attached to a
garrison at Capernaum, where he
occupied a house of his own. Al-
ready he had shown greatness of
character: a Gentile, he had help-
ed the Jews in building their syna-
gogue: a slave-owner, he showed
tender concern for a slave. His re-
ply when our Lord offered to come
and heal the sick slave will be re-
membered. “Experience has shown
me,” he says in effect, “the value of
law and obedience in human life,
As a soldier, I both receive and
give commands, and they are ful-
ed. They are still in accord
with law if the orders are un=
their results exceptional,
So it must be in the spiritual
world. No need for your journey
to my house; give your command,
and at the word some angel of heal-
ing will hasten to my slave.” At
this “Jesus marvelled”, ~declaring
that never among God’s chosen race
had he found faith of the high qual-
ity which this Gentile showed. “As
thou hast belleved, so be it done
unto thee,” he added to the cen-

N

turion.

This soldlerly faith is an example
of permanent value. To realize that
the workings of Providence are
actuated fixed law, and not by
caprice, will check many misguid
forms of prayer. It will restrain
sentimentalize away
those stern wamlmﬁmwhlch abound
in .our Lord’s teaching. Yet mnot
Jess will it bring comfort and hope
to many with secret misgivings lest
the promises of the Gospel are lim-
ited to eleot souls, and must lose
their efficacy for people dismally
aware of their spiritual failures and
ignorance. It makes all the differ-
ence to be sure that these divine
promises of forgiveness, of love, of
continuous help are fixed for ever
bv 1gnaltemble law, the law of God’s
Being.

Such a tragedy must never hs})-
pen again, declared the Daily Mall,
urging that the police should not

The News Chronicle. said the
tragedv _should make would-be
gate-crashers think twice in future.

The Dally Express said the ac-
cident was partly explained by the
agility and ingenuity of the would-
be gate-crashers, noting that many
