U. K. Exports
To Canada, U. S.
Are Rey_l_eyed

© By Forbes Rhude
Canadian Press Business Editor
Britain's leading export to Can.
ada is textiles, and to the United
States, whisky, Motor cars are a
big item to both,

The United Kingdom Informat-
fon Office at Ottawa, in a current
release, sums up ‘Britain’s 1948
trade position with Canada, the
United States and Argentine as
follows:

Exports to Canada: Total $284,-
000,000, up $108,000,000 over 1947,

Nearly one-third of it was in
textiles, more than half of which
was woollen and worsted 2
Most striking increase was in motor
cars, more than 14,000, compared
with less than 2,000 in 1947,

Imports from Canada: ‘Total
$868,000,000. More than half of it
was food, mainly wheat and flour,
but ‘also bacon, ham and eggs.
Chief raw materlal imports were
timber and paper materials and
such metals as alumimium, copper,
lead and zinc.

Exports to the United States:
‘Total $284,000,000, the same amount

Whisky accounted for $38,000,000,
followed by machinery and cars.
Cars jumped to more than 24,000,
from about 1,000 in 1947. :

Imports from the United States:
Total $736,000,000. Main items were
machinery and tools, petroleum,
tobacco, cottors, metals, chemicals,
cheese and timber,

The release concludes:

Recent \figures show that Brit-
ain is continuing to make progress
towards balancing her trade with
Canada. In January and February
of this year she sold Oanada $48,-
300,000 worth of goods, up $8,800,-
000 over the first two wonths of
1948, In that time she also bought
less from Canada, $99,900,000, down
$16,700,000 from January-February
last year,

This leaves the balance of trade
still running at two to one in favor
of Canada, compared with three to
one in Camada’s favor for all of
last year.

Women's Hands,
Feet Larger?

NEW YORK, April 18 — (OP)—
Women's hands and feet are get-
ting larger.

That is the consensus of man-
ufacturers of women’s gloves and
shoes, And the war is to blame,
they say, for increases of ong size
in handwear and one or two sizes
in footwear.

One manufacturer of gloves re-
ports that- whilg some 25 per cent
of *women wore gloves in sizes 6
to 6% in the ’'30s, less than 10 per
cent wear those sizes now.

“Generally there has been a 20-
per-cent drop in the demand for
smaller sizes and a corresponding
increase in the demand for size 7
and up,” he said.

However, he said, ego is still at
work and many manufacturers are
cutting their gloves a little larg-
er while still labeling them with
the old sizes. Thus a size 7 may
be selling as a 64 — and flatter-
ing women into buylng that par-
ticular brand.

In the case of shoes, the man-
ager of a chain shoe store said
that the average 5 to 5% shoe
size had been replaced by an av-
erage of 6 to 6!%. Another retail
outlet reported that before 1940,
80 per cent of shoes sold ranged
from sizes 4 to 7. Today the range
is from 5 to 9.

Shoe manufacturers have chang-
ed their scale of “foot normality,”
one factory executive said. Today
6% 1is considered nommal and av-
erage for a well-proportioned girl.
“In addition to war work, an
Increase in women's athletics has
contributed toward the growth in
bone structure.

The committee, under the sur-
prise proposal made by Gustavo
Gutierrez of Cuba in the General
Assembly’s 58-member special polit-
ical comrmittee, would investigate
the trials of Joseph Cardinal
Mindszenty, Primate of Hungary,
Lutheran Bishop Ordass in Hung-
ary, and 15 Protestants in Bulgaria.

The plan was submitted just as
the committee was about to take
up Australian and Bolivian suggest-
ions for Assembly airing of Com-
munist prosecution of religious
leaders in Eastern European coun-
tries.

The committee cancelled its af-
ternoon meeting to give delegates
a chance to study the 1,000-word
Cuban document before they.meet
again tcrmorrow.

Canada was expected to make
a major address on the subject of
religious freedom in Eastern Eur-
opean countries whose trials of
church leaders have been con-
demned by the Dominion,

Hughes Lapointe, parllamentary
assistant to Canada’s External Af-
falrs Minister and Liberal mem-
ber for Lotbiniere, Que., arrived
here today to take part in the de-
bate as soon as possible.

However, it was reported some
delegations will ask tomorrow that
Hungary and Bulgaria be invited
to send representatives to sit on the
committee while the cases are be-
ing discussed. Delegation sources
sald this move might cause a 48-
hour postponement while Eastern
Buropean representatives travelled
here,
