6000 MEMBERS.

one of the first five Young Men’s
Christian Associations to be formed
in North America was that of Balti:
more. Tt was organized in 1852 short-
ly after Boston and Montreal. Last
week it celebrated its 59th annivers-
ary. The reportd then presented of
its work show enormous vitality and
vigor and place it among the first in
the world. 4

The members of the Absociation in
its twelve Branches exceed 5,000 men
and 1,000 boys. In - the educational
classes of the Central Branch alone
there arc 588 men studying in A7
complete courses and sgubjects. It has
gymmasiums. This Association leads
nearly 2,000 men ang hoys in its
the world in the number of men and
poys in its Bible classes. There are
1,663 men in the 43 Bible classes of
the “Central,’”’ and besides this the
attendance at meetings in  shops;
railroad round houses, busincss col-
leges, and home meetings and Bible
clagzes outside the building, s near-
ly 2,000 a week. For ,eight years
great services have been conducted at
Ford’'s Theatre where the attendance
last vear averaged 1,600 men. 'ljhc
far-reaching and ecffective moral in-
fluence of these Bible classes and
meetings  which - are conducted by
trained gecretaries; teachers and vol-
unteer force of men numbering into
the hundreds, cannot be computed.
The superintendent of one shop em-
ploying hundreds of men declares
that he hag not discharged a single
man for drunkenness in a year where
it was once. a  daily occurrence. A
new snicit of. co-operative interest is
shown in the shops between the em-
ployer and employees; men who had
“failed -to” property care for their fam-
ilies now provide them with good
homes and clothing and have money
in the bank. One furniture maker who
had spent all his earnings in * the
saloons now owns two good houses.

1'O8ITION OF JAPANESE WOMEN.

Until Chinese ideas came to be as-
cendant the ‘Japancse never tnought
of keeping women in subjection. Fem-
inine chieftains are frequently men-
tioned in the old histories and there
Jhave bheen famous Japanese empres-
ses, ~ -
| The women of old freely joined the
men in fighting and hunting; and an
imperial edict of the year 681 au-
thorized them to ride astride instead
of sidesaddle fashion. The Chinese ev-
on seem to have ®hought that there
was a regiment of Amazons in Jap-
an at this time, and often styled it
“‘the queen country.”

A form of recreation known as uta
gaki, or singing circle, was very com-
mon in those carly days, and is the
oldest form of social gathering men-
tioned in Japanese annals, in which
both sexes took part. Young and old
would assemble on a hill or in - a
field and there recite poems and ex-
change thoughts on poetry or litera-
ture.

dven the nobhility did not disdain
the pleasurc of an uta gaki, and love
marriages often resulted. This sing-
ing cirel¢ developed later into a kind:
of impromptu drama and the rustic
dance called bonodori, which takes
place on summer nights out of doors
all over provincial Japan, is believed
by some scholars to be a modern
form of the old time uta gaki.

In the classical period of Japanese
literature from the eighth to the six-
teenth century men and women often
met together, amusing themselves
with competitions in poetry, in in
cense burning and in writing love let-
ters. Kour hundred years of constant
warfare changed all this. During these
dark centiries a curious custom was
in vogue.. A divorced wife was ex-
pected to undertake what was called
‘‘second wife chastising.’
Should the husband marry
within a month the divorced wifo
was sure to enlist the services of
sinewy girlg and women from among
her friends and relatives to the num-
ber of from twenty to a hundred, ac-
cording to her station and influence.
Thus prepared, the ex-wife would
gsend word to the new one to prepare
for an attack on a certain day and
hour, mentioning the kind of weapons
to be used, such as wooden swords or
clups., men were not allowed to take
part in the battle that ensued, de-
cidely business-like while it lasted.
