Blaze Destroys Arena And Most Of Adams Rodeo
Show; No One Is Injured.

EDMUNDSTON, N.B., Oct. 14 —
(CP) — Damage 0f neard’ $100,000
gccurred early Saturday  night
when fire destroyed the arena
here and most of the equipment of
the Adams Rodeo Show, a travel-
ling company of “wild west” per-
formers. No one was injured but
about 1,200 children had been in
the building up to an hour before
the fire started.

The loss included 15 saddle
horses, 21 bucking horses and 15
steers. Of the show’s livestock,
only nine horses and two wmules
could be saved. line horses, their
manes and tails afire. were seen
running around frantically in the
blazing arena. One badly burned
steer made its way out of the
building, and seven bullets were
required to puf it out of its misery.

Losses to the show were estimat-
ed at $60,000. The arena was valu-
ed at $33,000, and its manager,
Roger Rheaume. suffered losses of
$1500. Built in 1930, the arena
collapsed on the night of its com-
pletion and was rebuilt immedi-
ately.

The {ire, of unknown cause
started in the cafeterla and con-
cession room at the rear of the
building. After the afternoon per-
formance, the show troupe went
out for supper and left one of the
hands in charge of the anigmals
When he noticed smoke and found
the room in flames, he began to
open pens and chutes to release
the stock. Thirty-five minutes al-
