Double Entertainment Tax

WASHINGTON, April 14—(AP)
—Development of “slowdowns” in
eight plants with important navy
contracts was reported today by
Senator Harry Byrd (Dem.-Va.)
on the basis of information from
the office of assistant secretary of
the navy.

The navy's compilation, as made
public by Byrd, indicated that in
five of the plants the reportea
slowdown was attributed entirely
to labor and that in the other
three labor was partly responsible.
In one of these plants alleged “‘in-
efficent management” was cited,
in another some available ma-
chinery was said to be unused and
in the third the difficulty was at-
tributed partly to  “continual
changes in specifictaions by prime
contractors.” Production  losses
ranged from 25 to 90 per cent,

Conservative
Senator passes

MONTREAL, April 14 — (CP) —
Senator Joseph Hormisdas Rainville,
who sat in the Dominion’s Upper
House for 10 years as a Conserva-
tive, died suddenly at his home in
suburban St, Lambert early tonight.
He was 67,

Appointed to the Senate in 1923 as
representative for the Quebec dis-
trict of Repentigny, Senator Rain-
ville was reconizea as one of French
Canada’s most prominent figures.

He was a lawyer by profession.

Born of French-Canadian parents.
in the village of Ste. Angele, Rou-
ville County, Senator Rainville was
educated at the Seminary Ste. Marie
Du Mannoir where he was graduat-
ed with an arts degree.

He first entered politics in the
provincial field in 1908 when he con=-
tested the Vercheres seat in the
general provincial election of that
7ear, He was defewted by 98 votes.

His first venture into the Federal
field brought success in 1911, when
he contested the Federal riding of
Chambly-Rouville. He was defeated
in the general elections of 1917,

Senator Rainville held the rank
of Lieutenant in. the 85th Regiment
for about 10 d:ar.s. In 1930 he was
appointed chairman of the Montreal

arbor Commissioners, holding the
position until he was appointed to
the Senate.

The French declaration was first
handed out shortly before 8 p. m.,
a few hours after the triumvirale
of Petain, Laval and Admiral Jean
Darlan, Vice Premier, had decided
to form a government on ‘new
foundations” and after the Riom
trial of wartime French leaders haa
been officially suspended.

At the same time a law published
in the official journal broadened the
powers of the Riom court in order
to “put an end to the pernicious
campaign which, megnifying or dis-
torting the allegativns of the de-
fendants, has attempted to divide
our public opinilon again and....
compromise our international rela-
tions.”

The Vichy declaration was in
answer to the note handed Monday
to Henry-Haye by Sumner Welles,
acting United States secretary cf
state, which itself replied to the
Vichy protest on establishment of
the consulate.

Welles referred to “that handfal
of Frenchmen who....have sordidiy
and abjectly, under the guise ol
‘collaboration,” attempted to prosti-
tute their country to that very re-
gime in Germany which is bent
upon nothing less than the permai-
ent enslavement of France.”

He sald flatly that Vichy was not
in control of French Equatorial Af-
rica but that it was being admin-
istered by those ‘“who are fighting
actively on the side of the forces
of freedom.”
