THE MAGISTRATE'S JUDGMENT.
Hik Honor said that that matter
thad not developtd as seriously as it
threatened to be. “‘Still there is a
clear case of stealing railway tickets,
as provided for in section 368 of the
Code, . which provides a penalty of
imprisonment for two years. But it
does not depend on the value of the
ticket. It simply says, if anyone
steals a ticket he is guilty of an in-
dictable offence, and liabie to two
years' imprisonment. Now this man
stole the tickets. There is no need
to get at the intent very much,
When a man steals and takes, the
best proof of not stealifig is on him.
The most he has done is to excuse
himself on the score of drunkenness.
That may be a mitigation, but it is
not proof of non-intent. It is his
misfortune; if he was in such a state
of mind at that time that he was
not under proper control, it is his
misfortune ' that he could go appar-
ently sdher into a place like that and
talk as he did and steal these tickets
I think myself that he stole them uns
der an impulse. His action alto-
gether is not explained to me on the
gcorc of drunkenness. If he had gone
next morning and returned -the tic-
kets I think the railway would have
been within their province if they
had not prosecuted. . But he went
next day, Tuesday, with the tickets
in his pocket, down to the railway
station; he was 'spoken to by the
statiohmaster, and every opportuni-
ty was given to him to give them
back; he said he had not the courage
to do so. Perhaps it was true. The
next day also he had an opportunity
of giving them back; he néver did so.
That is a. state of mind I cannot un-
derstand. I cannot understand
this ©  individual  from first = to
last. , One thing is, however, clear:
he took the tickets., 1 am going to
give full value té the plea of drunk-
enness, The vagaries of the human
mind in that condition are beyond
me. It would be extraordinaryif I
should fine a  man for so simple an
offence as  drunkenness, and should
discharge this man who went into a
public office and stole tickets.
