OTTAWA, Bept. 17 — (O)
John Diefenbaker, tall, colorful
member of the Commons for
Lake Centre {n Saskatchewan,
threw his hat into the Progressive
Conservative leadership ring today.
He told newspaper men he was
confident he could beat Premier
Drew of Ontario in the contest.

“Ot course I will beat him, and
I mean that although I would not
have said that two weeks ago,”
sald Mr. Diefenbaker emphatical-
ly when asked If he thought he
could win over the Ontarlo
Premier. Mr, Drew, although
frequently wmentioned as a likely
candidate, has yet to say whether
he will contest the leadership at
the party’s national conventlon
here Sept. 30, Oct. 1-2,

Mr. Diefenbaker, who will ‘be 83
tomorrow, said he had been asked
to contest the leadership which
John Bracken, 65, is giving up
because of his age and ill-health,

Since Mr. Bracken made his
retirement announcement July 19,
“a call has come to me to offer
myself as a candidate for that
high pocsition,” said the well-
known criminal lawyer, who placed
third in the leadership convention
of 1942 which chose Mr. Bracken
as varty chieftain.

“I have neéver shirked my re-
sponsibilities as a member of this
party, and will not now, althcugh
I am fully mindful of the magnle
tude of the task, and the responsi-
bility that will fall on the leader

of this party “toeontribute to
the naticnal unity of Canada,”,
sald Mr. Diefenbaker in a pre-
pared statement,

The gstatement contained  the
announcement of his candidature
and his views on some of the

problems facing Oanada.. Later,
he gave a press conference at
the Parliamentary Press Gallery.

By making the announcement,
Mr. Diefenbaker beceme the third

candidate to enter the leader-
ship race. The cthers are Gar-
field Case, 49, member of the
Ccrmmons for the oOntario con-
stituency of Qrey North, and J.
W. Hanna, 59, membker of the
Ontario Legislature for Hurcn
Bruce.

Britain Strengthens
. - Her Home Defences

LONDON, Sept. 17--Britain an-
nounced tcday an increase in the
size of the Auxiliary Territorial
gervice, the women's branch of
the army, and issued a call for
10,000 men to ssrve as special
constables in London.

These steps to tighten internal
defence plans follow a slowdown
in demobilization from the armed
forces and Intensified recruiting
for the army and the R. A, F.

The War Cffice says it plans lo
inarease the size of the A. T. S.
by 45.000. It called for 25.000 wo-
men from 18 to 40 for anti-air-
craft duty and 20.000 for generai
work.
