Publication Ends

EDINBURGH REVIEW IN EXIST-
ENCE FOR 127 YEARS

LONDON, October 20—After
127 years of publication, The Ed-
inburgh Review, one of the lead-
ing periodicals in the English
language, has ceased to exist. The
familiar blue and buff covers
which appeared four times a year
‘will no longer be seen, because
its editors asser{ “modern read-
ers are not willing to wait a
quarter of a year for observations
on life, letters, history and so-
clety.”

When the Review was founded
in 1802, Edinburgh rivalled Lon-
don as the literary arbiter of
Great Britain. It began its career
as a feroclous idol smasher, at-
tacking Wordsworth, Coleridge
and Goethe for spreading “new
fangled ideas.”

Macauley, as one of its edlum,
was for a time the Review's
“chief executioner”;  Hazlett,
Thackeray, Carlyle and Scott were
notable contributors, but Scotit
broke away in 1809 to help es-
tablish the rival Quarterly Re-
view, which still is flourishing.
