Seeking Ancient
King’s Treasure

Treasure which once - belonged
to Alaric 1, the King of the Visi-
goths, who held Athens to ransom
and pillaged Rome in the fifth cen-
tury, is soon to be .sought by the
Italian authorities.

Funds for this search are ex-
pected to be set aside soon by the
Italian Department of Fine Arts.
According to ancient historians such
as Marcus Aurelius, Alaric lies
buried in a rock chamber beneath
the bed of the River Busanto, near
Cosenza.

It was the practice of the anci-
ent Visigoths to bury their kings
beneath the beds of rivers, as At-
tila, King of the Huns, was buried.

Excavations to discover the tomb
of Alaric are to be made to recover
a large. quantity of precious stones,
and gold ard silver objects, which
the Goths gathered in their six days
of  plundering of Rome and other
Italian towns. These jreasures, in-
cluding a baldachin (canopy) made
of solid silver, which was taken
from the ancient Lateran Basilica,
are believed to have been buried
with Alaric.

Earth Stars

LONDON, Oct. 24—There is in
North London a man who makes
films more wonderful in their own
way than any produced in Holly-
wood. He is Mr. F. Percy Smith,
and the “stars” of his productions
are not human beings but plants
and insects. For the past five
years he has devoted the greater
part of hs time to filming the life
story of various plants. -

How plants become film stars is
best discovered by a visit to Mr,
Smith's house, where you will find
room after room serving as a film
studio, Two greenhouses in the
back garden have also been recon-
structed and equipped for similar
service.

‘Each studio contains a spacial
photographic apparatus for filming

Nearly all the apparatus is home-
made, the maker having a gift, am-
ounting almost to genius, for util-
lzing such varied oddments as
gramaphone needles, bicycle lamps,
pleces of celluloid and scraps of
tin!

The actual filming is so engin-
ecred as to be completely automat-
fe. It often takes as long as three
years to portray the life story of a
plant, such as the fern, and obvi-
ously you could not be turning the
handle all the time! This system
of taking photographs reveals the
most amazing ingenuity.

“Mr. Smith- contrives to have the

plant growing under perfectly nat-
ural conditions in a position facing
the lens of the camera. To the
camera is attached a clock which,
instead of a minute hand, has a
number of projecting pins, the
number varying accord:ng to how
many photographs are to b» tak-
en each hour. If six photographs,
there are six pins.

In the path of the springs is a
spring contact and mercury bath.
When a pin touches the spring, it
pushes it into the mercury, there-
by completing an electric circuit.
The circuit starts a motor, which
puts the plant in darkness by clos-
ing two shutters of its case, lights
up a set of bulbs inside, and then
operates the camera. At the same
time, the spring is pulled from un-
derneath the pin and allowed to
return so as to be ready for the
next pin.

With the closing of the lens the
lights go out, the shutters open,
and the plant continues its exist-
ance as before, reoceiving the re-
quisite amount of air, light and
warmth, All that is necessary to
insure the continuity of the filming
is to wind up the clock each night.

~ Sounding the Alarm

It is interesting to note that if
anything goes wrong v-ith the auto-
matic filming cameras, the defect is
quickly known, for each one is fit-
ted up with a special alarm, so
that should a spider wander into
the mercury, as sometimes happens,
or a connecting belt snap, the
whole house resounds to the clang-
ing of a bell. Many a time has
Mr. Smith had to rise in the middle
of the night to attend to film stars
in distress.

For some days the seeds seem to
lle quite dormant, and then little
rootlets appear and the seeds hav-
ing found the right degres of mols-
ture begin to grow apace. As they
grow their systems assume a curious
twisted shape, the purpose of which
becomes evident later.

When moss reaches maturity and
seeding time arrives, the mouth of
the seed capsule lets out only a
single layer of seeds at © time. And
directly a layer of seeds is dispelled,
the twisted form of the tiny stem
turns the capsule’'s mouth in ano-
ther direction, there to scatter an-
other mouthful of seeds. Moss s,
indeed a fascinating, as well as an
accomplished artist.

The sundew, one of Mr, Smith's
favorite film ‘“stars,” possesses
great sensitiveness. Its leaves when
magnified, are seen to bz covered
with tentacles, and as soon as an
object touches one tentacle it im-
mediately sends a message to its
nelghbors, seemingly indicating the
nature of the object and whether
it needs their assistance or not.

EXPRESSED BY
FOX BREEDERS

Additional Details Of
Adjourned Annual

- Meeting Of C. N. 8.
F.B. Ass'n. At Sum-
merside.

That the bottom was reached
last year in the depression so far as
the fox industry is concérned was
the opinion expressed by Mr. Fras-
er, of C. M. Lampson and Com-
pany, New York, at Tuesday's ad-
journed annual meeting of the
Canadian  National Silver Fox
Breeders Association. Mr. Fraser
considered it remarkable that in
spite of world conditions the pelt
market was cleaned up. Fox nien
must not look for excessive prices,
he said, but the demand would be
better than last year.

Mr. George Myers of Fred. Huth
and Co,, also spoke along the same
lines and said the silver fox fur in-
dustry is here to stay, as in spite of
fluctuations the industry had held
its own.

Following are additicnal detailsof
the changes made in the constitu-
tion of the Association at Tuesday’s
meeting:

The chief problem before the
meeting was the keeping of regist-
ered and unregistered foxes in the
same ranch. This was very fully
discussed, but with a few minor
changes the article dealing with it
was passed. ‘.
Considerable  discussion took
place with regard to the new rule
that an adult female fox which has
produced puppies that do not con-
form to the standard for registera-
tion shall be subject to re-inspec-
tion although she had previously
successfully passed the prescribed
two consecutive inspections. This
clause was finally approved of.

A new rule dealing with the nom-
ination of directors was intrcduced
in the constitution, providing that
no member, unless he is .the
owner of a ranch of pure
bred silver foxes cculd cit on the
board. This led to considerable dls-
cussion as it was pointed out that
many had foxes boarding out but
did not actually own a ranch. Mr.
L. T. Leeman of  Salisbury N. B.,
at present a director of the As<oc-
jation, would be affected by this
new rule; but it was finally decid-
ed that it was in the best interest
of the majority of the members
that the rule be adopted.

Besides the change in the fiscal
year from May 31st to Dec 31 and
the subsequent change in the date
of the annual meeting to the third
Tuesday in January, a change in
the notice to be given to each
member -was made from 30 to 60
days. Notice of amendments must
be given ninety days in advance of
general meeting.

Several new clauses were added
to the constitution to comply with
the new Live Stock . Pedigree Act.
Other clauses were deleted as with
changed conditions they were of no
further use.

The new constitution was ap-

proved by the meeting and passed,
a few alterations being made ab
the suggestion of different ones
present. Capt. John L. Read moved
the adoption of the constitution,
Mr. Horace Wright seconding the
motion.

Some slight changes in the fees
were made on motion of Capt.
John L. Read.

A motion that the directors re-
main as they are was made by Mr.
P. G. Clark and seconded by Col.
Ulric Dawson.

W. A. Morrell of Amherst, was
appointed auditor for the Assocla-
tion at the yearly sum of $135.
