COUN. REARDON

As chairman of the street com-
mittee, Councillor M. W. Reardon,
presented a brief but comprehen-
sive review of the street paving
work. A stretch of tarvia had been
lald on Queen Street in 1917 but
the first ashpalt street paving was
laid in 1919 and was added to each
year until at the end of 1931, when
the last new pavement was laid,
the city had 10 8 miles of street
laid. In most of this pavement an
ashphalt surface was lald on a
concrete base, although on some
streets it whs over a macadam base.
In some places this became disinte-
grated and broke up, and it was
found necessary to remove the
broken surface and macadam base,
and replace it with a concrete base
which in 1833 was covered with an
asphalt top. This work cost $9,014
for laying the base, and $6,160.57
for the asphalt top and surface re-
pairs. During the past year $25,787.-
45 was spent on street mainten-
ance, and of this sum $15,531 was
divided among the labouring men.

“In the first half of Mayor Stew-
art's platform,” coptinued Coun.
Reardon, “he proposes to replace
the Oity Engineer, the street and
the public property committees by
an official he calls a c.ty manager.
I would like to point out that it is
necessary to have a qualified en-
gineer such as our present capable
official, Mr, Messervey, in the em-
ploy of the city. All Maritime cities
have an engineer and I know they
are all paid a much higher salary
than ours. I cannot see where His
Worship is going to save any
money by making this change.

“¥n his remarks at the annual
meeting of the Council he con-
gratulated the tax collector al-
thought there are some $99,000
taxes uncollected, The tax collector
is a good man and is dolng Very
wel, but I think the committee and
officials of the street department
are at least just as deserving of his
congratulations, I think His Wor-
ehip is just a little biased in his
views.”
