MAGDALEN ISLANDS

OTTAWA, Jan. 21.—The Depart-
ment of Marine has decided that
it is practically impossible for the
Canadian Sealer to reach the Mag-
dalen Islands with a cargo of sup-
plies for the inhabitants.

The captain of the vessel informs
the Department that to put out
under present weather and ice con-
ditions might easily mean the loss
of the Sealer, which i8 not equip-
ped with ice breaking machinery.

It has therefore been decided to
transfer the cargo from the Sealer
to the ice breaker Montcalm, which
is now at Souris, and try.to get to
the Islands with her. Officlals are
unable to say how long it will take
to get this done and make the trip
to the Islands.

Territic gales, snow, ice
and_wind have made rescue work
very hard and all that can be hop-
ed for is reasonably moderate weat-
ner conditions to aid the efforts of
the Montcalm.
