It is not a little difficult to esti-
mate the true worth of the amazing
criticisms made upon the United
States battleship fleet now on its
way to the Pacific. It will be re-
memberedtiat, a month or so agd
Henry Reuterdahl published a start-
ling article in McClure’s Magazine
setting lovth?_ﬁ‘tévtLdﬂectp in the big
new ships, © the principal points in
which  were ' that, . their protective
armor was beneath’the watet instead
of above it when the ship has her
stores aboard and is ready for sea ;
that in consequence they could be
pierced by an enemy’s shots at the
water line and sunk; and that
their guns are so low as to put one
third of them practically out of ac-
tion if fighting in a rough sea like
that in which the great naval bat-
tle between
fought.
These strictures were severely de-
nounced ‘by President' Roosevelt, be-
cause they were alleged by him to be
unfounded, and most improperly pub-
lished by Mr. Réutetdahl who-is an
employee of the navy. And they were
declared unworthy of notice by Nav-
al Constructor Capps. On the other
hand two Rear Admirals have either
statements or interviews
confirmed the unsoundness of Reuter-
dahl’s statements. Other critics have
admitted the defects of too low ‘a
freeboard, too large ports in danger
of taking in water in a rough sea,
and also the danger of the electric
service being short-circuited by water
getting into the open turrets, but
have claimed that the dangers are by
no means so'grave as the naval
critic had represented. '
If read together these contradic-
tory and qualified opinions must
leave a measure of doubt in the
minds of competent judges as to the
fitness of the fleet for battle. We
get a further side light upon the sit-

nation in the fact that Reuterdahl is
now a passenger on one of the ships

of Admiral Evans’ fleet, and it is
#well known that he could not. be
there without direct executive auth-
ority and permission.
tion ‘of this fact, is that President
Roosevelt is desirous to be informed
of the exact condition of the navy
.in regard to the alleged defects and
weaknesses. Another explanation is

that Reuterdahl is sent with the
fleet in order that he may be con-

vinced that his strictures were un-
warranted and ~ that he may retract
them.

We incline to the first of these ex-
’plunations. The President, who has
made such energetic efforts to build
up the naval power of the nation na-
turally desires to know whether or
lnot a huge mistake has been made
in order that the mistake if made
may be corrected as speedily Aas pos-
sible and in time of peace. We con-
| clude that the President fears there
[may be a large measure of truth in
Mr. Reuterdahl’s criticisms  and
wants to know the worst. Reuter-
dahl must have convinced himself of
the truth of his strictures before he
printed them, or he would not have
taken his official life in his hand to
make them: public. To have published
a huge libel upon the navy, knowing
it to be such would have heen al-
most an act of treason and one
