its lart mosquito and black fly.
Two years ago the black flies re-
ceived attention and are almost
extinct, Now the mosquito is
rapidly on its way out. The survey
included the Mietteriver Valley,
Cottonwood Creek area, Pyramid
and Patricla Lakes Tekarra Creek
Area and all contingents <wamps
and backwater. The complete area
was carefully charted from the top
