Lord Charles Beresford retires
from the Royal Navy today under:
the age limit. The navy thus loses
two of its most striking figures with-
in a short time, Lord Fisher of Kil-
verstone, Admiral of the Fleet, hav-|
ing retired last month. Lord Beres-
ford, who has made several visits to |
Canada, the last within two years, |
is thus referred to by Percival A.!
Hislam in a recent number of the
Graphic:

‘“He entered the navy in 1859 at
the age of thirteen, and earned his|
epaulettes in Hgypt. The signal ‘Well®
done, Condor,” with which Admiral
Sir Frederick Seymour complimented
Lord Charles at the bombardment of
Alexandria, has passed into a popu-
lar classic, and his services afloat

and ashore earmed his special promo-

tion to the rank of captain. Later,
he served in the Soudan campaign,
and commanded the Naval Brigade
at the battle of Abu Klea; while the
Secretary of the Admiralty, speaking
of his rescue of Sir Charies Wilson
(who had got into difficulties in the

attempt to save Gordon at Khar-
toum), said that it was a feat of
arms equally remarkable for the skill
and gallantry displayed; and Lord
Wolseley in despatches described him
as ‘an officer whose readiness of re-
gource and whose ability as a leader
are only equalled by his daring.” In

heart cries out to Him in its anguish
with Peter and says: ‘‘Lord, to whom
shall we go but to Thee? Thou hast
the words of eternal life.’’

If Christianity is the highest type
of civilization—and who can deny it—
then is it not true, that we are re-
trograding instead of hdvancing on
certain lines? We glory in our sys-
tem of universal education, in our
enormous wealth, and in our territo-
rial expansion. . But these advantages
are not evidences of Christian prog-
ress. 'Two thousand years ago pa-
gan Rome had all these temporal ad-
vantages. The wealth of the mations
poured into her lap. Her empire ex-
tended over three continents. She far
excelled us in arts, in oratory, poet-
ry, philosophy and literature, and in
all the refinements of cultivated so-
ciety. Her paintings and sculpture,
her literary productions, are still our
models. And yet while she was in
the zenith of her material and intel-
lectual splendor, she was in a state
of moral and political decay. In fact,
she was lapsing into barbarism.
There is .a social scourge more
blighting and more destructive . of
famiuy life than Mormonism. 1t is
the fearfully increasing number of di-
vorce mills throughout the United
States. These mills, like the mills of
the gods, are slowly but surely
grinding to powder the domestic al-
tars of the nation. Husband and
wife are separated on the most flim-
sy pretexts. And as if the different
States of the Union were not suffi-
ciently accommodating in this re-
spect, one state has.the unenviable
distinction of granting a bill of di-
vorce for the mere asking of it, on
the sole condition of a brief residence
within her borders.

I can conceive no scene more path-
etic, nor omne that appeals more
touchingly to our sympathies than
the contemplation of a child emerg-
ing into the years of discretion see-
ing her father and mother estranged
from each other. Her little heart is
yearning to love. She longs to em-
brace both parents; but she finds that
she cannot give her affection to the
one without exciting the resentment
or displeasure of the other.

A woman, prominent in social life,
once said to me in Newport: “I do
not recognize any law, human or di-
vine, that can deprive a husband or
wife of the right to separate and en-
ter fresh espousals, when they do not
live in harmony together.””  *‘‘You
speak,”” I replied, ‘‘of your rights,
your privileges. But you have not a
word to say of your duties and obli-
gations.’”” Ah, my brethren, if men
and women had due consideratton for
their duties and responsibilities, their
rights would take care of themselves.
There can be no right where there
are no corresponding obligations.
There are no rights against the law
of God.
0, Thou, who art the Father of
Light and the dispenser of every
good and perfect gift, cast a ray of
Thy divine light on our beloved coun-
try, that the spiritual and moral
growth of the nation may keép pace
with its material prosperity. Teach
us to realize the fact that saving
knowledge consists in knowing and
worshipping Thee, ‘‘the only, true
God, and Jesus Christ, whom Thou
has sent.’”” Teach us that he alone is
free who enjoys the glorious liberty
of the children of God, and that free-
dom which delivers us from ‘the bond-
age of sin; that he alone is truly rich
who abounds in grace and righteous-
ness, that he alone is great who is
virtuous. Above all may we learn
from Thee that true national honor
and glory and . genuine imperialism
are found in the empire of the soul
over its passion, and ‘‘that greater
is he who conquereth himself than he
who taketh cities.’’

The Empeéror Francis Joseph, who
recently  celebrated his eightieth
birthday, has held the sceptre of his
empire for nearly the lifetime of two
generations, and is the doyen among
the crowned heads of Europe.

‘The Emperor,” said ‘this official,
‘rarely allows two days to pass with-
out enjoying the pleasures of the
chase. Neither wind nor weather nor
pouring rain, so: frequent in thig
Salzkammergut, can keep him from
the forests. I have often be i asked
why thgse near to His Majegty’s per-
son do not exert their infflience to
prevent his exposure to the elements.
The question is natural, as all® his
subjects tremble for his health. Ry
présentations would be, however, 1
this case quite useless, and fortun-
ately His Majesty’s constitution is
s0 hardened by exposure that he
seems safe in risking stormy rain for
hours when engrossed in his favorite
pursuit of deer stalking.
