OATS ARE NOT SUITABLE FOR
FEEDING TO PIGS.

Oats on account  of the large a-
mount of fibre they contain are not
adapted for feeding to pigs. When the
hulls are sifted out they may be pre
fitably used, but otherwise they should
be only used iy, limited fuantitieg to
glve .variety tq the ration and to ren-
der such feeds as feed flour, wheat
ete., less heavy and stoggy. Hogs fed
a raticn consisting of oafg, and tank-
age made slower gains and required
more feed per pound of gain than
those given corn anaq tankage. The
use of oats in some recent feeding
experiments carried on in the States
Wwag profitable enly when the gain was
much lowey in price than corn,

One lo¢ fed nine parts of corn  to
one of tankagg gained one and three-
fourths pounds = day and ate 430
Dourds of feed for 160 pounds of gain,
Wwhile anather lot fed oats and tank-
age in the same broportion gained on-
ly a pound a piece daily and required
571 pounds of feed for 100 pounds.

Winter Killing of Apple Trees

L d

Every few years congiderable losses
occur in apple orchards because of
winter killing. When the ground is cov-
ered with gnow losses are not likely
to occur, even though the mereury
drops quite low. The snow hlanket pre-
vents 10w soil temperatures, which are
largely responsible for the' damage. For
thig reason a cover crop is advocated;
it will hold the snow for orchards. Pro.
liminary work done indicates roots
arising from scions of hardy varie-
les can withstand greater cold than
similar sized roots developing  from
the stock. Considerable difference
was also noted in the ability of scion
roots of different varieties to resist
cold.

ALFALLFA HAY AS A FEED.

Dairy farmers and others are
rapidly learning the value of
alfalfa as  a feed. Some farmers,
