“The reservation of dialects is of his-
torical interest, and has a great value
for philogosists. Some dialects are dis-
appearing, and if records were taken
it would help to keep them alive.”

It may be recalled that the records
that have been made of the native
tongues of India are in Janguages spok-
en by the aboriginal tribes of Chota
Nagpur and the Santal Parganas,
They include the story of the ‘“Pro-
digal Son,” marriage songe nad folk
lore, in the four languages of the Mun-
da group, Kharia, Mundari, Ho and
Santali,. and one of the Dravidian
group, Kurukh.
