The proposal to select a

floral bl
for Prince R

Edward Island, suggested recent-
ly in “The Educational Horizon"” and indors-
ed by “Agricola” in Saturday’s Guardian, is
certainly on= worthy of consideration. As
“Agricola” points out, such emblems have been
in vogue elsewhere for a long time classic ex-
amples being rhe Rose, Thistle and Shamrock
of ghe United Kingdom and the Leek repre-
senting Waies. Six of the nine Canadian Proy-
inces, through thejr Legislatures, have already
chosen floral emblems. The Mayflower was
chosen by Nova Scotia in 1901 ; the Anemone
by Manitoba in 1906; the rillium by Ontario
in 1927, the Wild Rose by .Alberta in 1930, the
Violet by New Brunswick in 1937, the Prairie
Lily by Saskatchewan in 1942,

The Educational Horizon makes two
suggestions witi regard to a  Prince Edward
Island choice: the Marsh Marigold or the Orchis
(Cypripedium). “Agricola” adds the March
Cinquefoil and the* Corvdalis to the list.
Doubtless thers will be many other suggestions
if the idea is developed.

It is noted that in some of the other prov-
inces the floral emblems were selected by vote
of the Woren's Institutes, or by Horticultural
Societies. Here, too, is a good idea. The Wo-
men’s Institites may be expected to take a
special interest in the subject, and there is no
doubt that they would he quite competent to
make a satisfactory choice.

In any case, it is to be hoped that this
very interesting suggestion will be followed
up. :

’l_‘he torch-—with a painted flame—which
was flown across Canada and was the centre-
plece in Victory Loan ceremonies in different
Cities, was presented to Winston Churchill in
the garden at 10 Downing Street hy Veterans
Affairs Minister Mackenzie on July 1, 1041.

Mr. Mackenzie said in presenting the torch
that ilt represented Canadians’ will-to-win, their
devotion and aeathless reseiution in fighting
the war. Ihe British Prime Minister received
it with words of appreciation,

The torch was placed among Mr. Churchill’s
possessions at 10 Downing Street, the Prime
Minister's residence, Only a few weeks ago it
was removed to his Hyde Park district home
along with {llstrated addresses and numerous
otlxpr gifts presented while he held the highest
British government office.

Members of his staff said the torch was
among his treasured possessions. Mr. Churechill

eventually would group all his gifts in a small
museum.

Under Article Seven of that Treaty the two
parties undertook jointly to construct a means
of commun:cation between the capital of Guate-
mala and the fittest point on the Atlantic
coast near Belize. This Ariicle has never. been
implemented despite persistent efforts by the
United Kingdom Government which offered to
fulfil its share of mutual obligations theres
under. Again and again the United Kingdom
Government oftered to oay fifty thousand
- pounds ‘towards the construction of a road or

- tailway, but these offers were one and all res

jected by tie Guatemalan Government as it
rejected in 1040 the two British proposals. to
sefer the dispute to arbitration,

Article Seven, or in any case that the failure to
implement Article Seven would render the
Treaty of 1859 null and void. Nor does the
United Kingdom Government consider that
even if the Treaty were vnid there would be
any reason why any part of the territory of
British Hondurus should belong to Guatemala.

Nevertheless the Uniteqi Kingdom Govern-
ment declares i a note to the Guatemalan Gov-
ernment date January 15 jts willingness to
submit the dispute to the International Court
of Justice and to abide by the court’s decision.

According to the Ottawa correspondent of

(Royal Bank of Canada)

After recounting how standards
of living have advanced since prim-
itive times, the Monthly Letter of
The Royal Bank of Canada for
January tells how impossible it
would be to return to the subsis-
tence economy of early Canada and
how imperative it is to keep ad-
vancing.  “This continent is re-
Rgarded from Europe and Asia as
the home of a luxurlous mode of
life” the article continues, “Science
has flourished here, .nd it has
been applied to practical purposes
on a scale never before known
“Problems have arisen with the
advances. Supposing that the ad-
vent of the machine as & substi-
tute for hand work makes it pos-
sible for one man to produce the
necessities for four men, then
there are only three courses which
may be followed: all four men
may continue producing, but work-
ing only a quarter as many hours;
the displaced three may turn to
new work, producing more and
better goods; or the three may do
nothing.  All of these have been
tried since the steam engine ush-
ered in the new system, The first
may mean higher prices and lower
incomes; the third, even if it were
'fractlcab]e, would be demoraliz-
ng for those with nothing to do.
Out of the second there comes
progress and a higher standard of
of living for all fouf.

“Even the humblest improve-
ment cannot be achieved by such
simple devices as those inaugurat-
ed by the dictatorships, like ore
dering employers to ay higher
wages without increasing prices,
or by forcibly withdrawing money,
bonds and goods from one section
and handing them to another. Those
who attempt to plan and manage
improvements must know - how
changes will affect all the economy.

quantity of comforts and luxuries
which add to the contentment of
the family, and insofar as the fa-
mily succeeds in realizing its a#-
tempted standard of living, it is
happy, but when it tries to reach
a standard beyond its capabilities,
life for members of the family
becomes increasingly unstable.
“Most people think of the stan-
dard of living as being based solely
upon income, but there is neced to
differentiate between money in-
come, which is the amount received
in wages, salary or from other
sources, and real income, which is
the sum of the things a family
can buy with its money. This is
conditioned hy fluctuations in
prices and in the supply of goods
available

“It is interesting to look back
over the course of wage income,
The wage index in certain main
groups of industries rose from 38.1
in 1901 to 107 in 1920, then fell to
86.1 in 1933, and by 1944 it had
risen to a new high record in these
44 years, 137.5. No figures are
available for ‘manufacturing indus-
tries at the turn of the century,
but in 1911 the index stood at 45.0,
and in 1944 1t. was .141.1.

“Unfortunately, the cost of liv-
ing index cannot be given tor 1800,
but there is a significant-enough
comparison between 1913 and 1945.
Whereas in this period the general
average wage rate index has in-
creased 994 points, the cost of
living index, covering the basic
needs of a famlly. has risen only
40 points,

“To enable families to keep track
of the trends in prices and to bhud-
get their incomes, most countries
have set up cost of living indexes.
Canada’s index is a measure of the
month-to-month change 'n the
cost of living of the average wage-
earner’s household. It attempts to
record a fixed standard of living,
and does not take account of higher
expenses due to better living. or
wider spending.”

After outlining the system used
in compiling the index, the ar-
ticle presents figures for represen-
tative years, on the base 1935-39
equals 100:
