Highway Minister
Discusses Outlook

Hope of lnduclnz the Dominjon
Government &rcontrlbute 80 per-
cent to a 'Wood Islands
highway was expressed in the
I.Axllla ure esterday by Hon.

George arbour, Minister of
Public Works and Highways. He
was speaking on the Draft Ad-
dress.

“We expected the Dominlon-
Provincial Conference would be
finished before* this,” Mr, Barbour
said, “and we would know where
we stood. In the briefs submitted
by the Federal Government they
have stated that they would pay
money towards transportation
highways, to roads leading to nat-
fonal parks, to mining camps and
to roads of national Importance.
We have no mining camps, but we
are anxious to get Federal assist-
ance in building a road from Bor-
den to Wood Islands. If we can
make a satisfactory agreement we
think we can get 50 per cent of
the cost of building that road, as
well as the engineering part, etc.

“Y think we will also get assist-
ancé ‘with roads leading to the
national parks” he said. “We are
not anxfous to begin building
these roads until it is decided
whet'her or not we can get assist-
ance.

In view of the likely increase in
tourist traffic this year, Mr, Bar-
bour said ferry accommodation
would be greatly overtaxed.
